The material
found here concerrSeneral Schwalier and the actions he failed to take to increase security meiasures a
the Khobar Towers compound in the period preceding the terrorist attack. A report entitled ‘IPersona
Accountability for Force Protection at Khobar Towers” (complete with executive summary and
appendix)is open and can be perused in detail. Howeves stlnine report is readily available online.

which General Schwalier receives only a brief mention. There is a transcript of a press briefing by Mike
McCurry on July31, 1997 in which the denial of promotion to Schwalier because of Khobar Towers
gets discussed in passing.
