Mrs. Clinton does not recall any conversations in the July

White House disclosure of information about movements
of individuals in the Residence represents an extraordinary, and
perhaps unprecedented, measure of cooperation with a
Congressional inquiry. The White House has provided this .
information because we continue to believe that ' a full, fair and
impartial review of the facts is the best way to enable the
American people to judge the issues for themselves.

Mrs. Clinton never examined the box of files stored for
a short period in a third floor office of the White House
Residence. She does not recall meeting with Mr. Barnett on
July 27, 1993, when he came to the Residence to retrieve the
files. However, it would have been natural for Mr. Barnett to
have visited with her briefly while he was in the Residence.
Mrs. Clinton did not discuss the documents in the box with Mr.
Barnett until Augqust 6, 1993.

Mrs. Clinton recalls meeting with Susan Thomases in the
White House Residence sometime shortly after Vincent Foster’s
death, although she is not certain it was on July 27, 1993. She
recalls sitting with Mrs. Thomases and discussing the
difficulties the Foster family could encounter in receiving
insurance proceeds.

As Mrs. Clinton has repeatedly stated, she spoke to her
Chief of Staff Margaret Williams late in the day on July 22 about
how to handle the Clintons’ personal records that had been found
in Mr. Foster’s office.

When the First Lady was interviewed by Diane Rehm on January
15, 1996, she mistakenly suggested that the New York Times was
provided access to all of the Whitewater-related documents in the
possession of the 1992 campaign. In March 1992 the campaign did
in fact provide the Times with records related to the Whitewater
investment. At the time of the January 15, 1996 interview the
First Lady believed that the campaign had turned over all of the
documents in its possession related to the Whitewater investment.
After the Times made inquiries about her January 15 statement,
Mrs. Clinton learned that the Times had requested billing records
from the campaign in 1992. At the time of the Rehm interview,
the First Lady did not know that the campaign’s representatives
had informed the Times in February 1992 that the caﬁpaign could

not provide the billing records to the Times.

Statement of David E. Xendall

Mrs. Clinton saw most of the billing records in the 1985-86
period when she was billing partner for the legal work the Rose
Law Firm performed for Madison Guaranty. She recalls discussing
this legal work in the spring of 1952 with Mr. Foster and Mr.
Hubbell, as she sought accurately to answer press guestions
during the Presidential campaign about the Madison Guaranty work.
It is possible they showed her the billing records then, but she

does not recall.

I. THE ORIGIN8 OF WHITEWATER

The President and James McDougal met when both were
aides for Senator Fulbright in the 1960s. By the late 1970s,
McDougal was a prosperous real estate developer in Arkansas. A
number of prominent and distinguished Arkansas citizens had
become his business partners in a variety of investments, and all
were quite successful.

In 1978, the Clintons and Jim and Susan McDougal
jointly purchase real estate in the Ozark Mountains in northern
Arkansas. - They planned to subdivide the property and sell lots
for vacation and retirement property. At the time, the real
estate market in the area was booming. As the expert in
development, McDougal was to manage the project and its
financing; the Clintons were merely passive investors. In 1979,
the Clintons and the McbDougals created a corporation, called
Whitewater Development Company, and transferred the ownership of
the property. .

By the early 1980s, the real estate market was in
decline, hard hit by the recession at the time. The Clintons
continued to put money into the project, but the project never
developed sufficient sales of lots to generate a profit.

Uitimately, the Clintons poured at least $70,000 into
the Whitewater investment. They lost it all.

IXI. MADISON GUARANTY SAVINGS AND LOAN

-In 1982, McDougal purchased Madison Guaranty Savings
and Loan, a small savings and loan located north of Little Rock.
The Clintons never had any ownership, management, or financial
interest in Madison whatsoever.

Like many savings and loans in the 1980s, Madison
expanded rapidly, and quickly drew the attention of the
regulators. By 1984, the regulators were sharply critical of
Madison’s lending and recordkeeping practices and urged
substantial reforms.

One of the areas in which the regulators had been
critical was that Madison was insufficiently capitalized. In the
spring of 1985, Madison sought an opinion from the Arkansas
securities regulator on whether it could increase its capital
through a sale of preferred stock. One of the attorneys
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communicating with the state on the issue was Mrs. Clinton.
Beverly Bassett, the state securities regulator--a Clinton
appointee--opined that such a capitalization plan was permissible
under state law. She did not, however, approve Madison’s
specific plan, and no stock was ever sold.

In 1986, the requlators determined that McDougal was
not taking sufficient steps to improve the practices at Madison.
In the summer of 1986, the Federal Home Loan Bank Board, acting
in conjunction with Arkansas state regulators, forced McDougal
out of Madison. In 1987, Ms. Bassett requested federal
regulators to close Madison. For whatever reason, the federal
rogqulators did not close down the savings and loan until 1989.
McDouqgal was indicted and acquitted in 1990 of the mismanagement
of MadiSqn.

David Hale was an acquaintance of McDougal. He was not
an investor in Whitewater. In the 1980s he ran a company called
Capital Management Services, Inc, a small business investment
company chartered by the Small Business Administration. 1In 1986,

Hale loaned $300,000 to Susan McDougal. Press reports claim that

$110,000 of that amount was used by McDougal to buy additional
property, which was held for a few months in Whitewater’s name
before being transferred to McDougal to another company he owned.
Hale has claimed that Governor Clinton and McDougal urged him to
make the loan to Susan McDougal. Both McDougal and the President
deny that any such conversation took place. And the Clintons
were not even aware at the time of McDougal’s purchase of
additional property in 1986 that the land was ever in
Whitewater’s name, having learned that fact for the first time
from press reports in November 1993. Hale, currently under
indictment for an unrelated activities involving Capital
Management, first made his claims about the President after he
was notified that his indictment was imminent.

IXr. THE GOVERNOR AND MR8. CLINTON

In April of 1985, Mcbougal held a fundraiser for
Governor Clinton to help him retire some of his campaign debt
from the 1984 campaign. The fundraiser was held at Madison. Of
the dozen or so checks collected at the fundraiser, three were
cashiers checks drawn on Madison. Although recently the press
has reported that Madison funds may have been misapplied through
this fundraiser, all of the checks on their face appeared regular
and in order. The President had no knowledge then or now that
any Madison money was improperly transferred to his campaign.

By 1988, Mrs. Clinton sought to end their ill-fated
investment in Whitewater. To that end, by now a decade after the
investment was first made, she sought a power of attorney from
McDougal to permit her to wind up the affairs of the company.
McDougal did not provide that power of attorney.

EIG TR AAD
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In the early 19908, Mrs. Clinton learned that
Whitewater had not filed income tax returns for the previous
three years. She asked Vince Foster, then in private practice in
the Rose law firm in Little Rock, to supervise the filing of any
necessary tax returns. She also requested Mr. Foster’s
assistance in selling their interest in Whitewater to McDougal.
That task was accomplished in December 1992, shortly before Mr.
Foster was appointed Deputy Counsel to the President. The
Whitewater tax returns were filed by McDougal in 1993,

IV. THE FOSTER SUICIDE AND B8UBBEQUENT EVENTS

Mr. Foster committed suicide in July 1993. No files
were removed from his office prior to an examination of those
files by White House Counsel Bernard Nussbaum in the presence of
law enforcement officers. In the presence of those officials,
Mr. Nussbaum reviewed and noted the files in Mr. Foster’s office,
including a file related to Whitewater. The files were
ultimately separated into three categories: those relating to
White House legal matters, which were assigned out to other

- counsel in the office; those relating to the Clintons’ personal

legal matters, including Whitewater, which were turned over to
the Clintons’ personal attorney; and those relating to Mr. Foster
personally, which were turned over to counsel for the Foster
family. The few Whitewater files that were in Mr. Foster’s
office at the time of his death were sent to the Clintons’
personal law firm for safekeeping and storage.

V. THE INVESTIGATION

In the fall of 1993, the RTC made criminal referrals to
the Department of Justice arising out of its investigation into
Madison Guaranty. When in November the Little Rock U.S. Attorney
recused herself, the Department of Justice assigned career
prosecutors, led by Republican Donald B. Mackay of the Fraud
Section, to take over the investigation.

. Shortly before Christmas, press reports erroneously
suggested that files had been improperly removed from Mr.
Foster’s office before the review described above. To avoid any
question about the Clintons’ desire to cooperate in the
Department of Justice investigation into Madison Guaranty, the
President ordered his attorney to turn over all relevant records
to the Department. . As would be entirely routine and to protect
the integrity of the investigation, the President’s lawyer
requested a subpoena to cover the documents. Delivery of the
documents to the Department began on January 6. Those documents
will be reviewed by the grand jury investigating Madison in
Little Rock.

STATEMENT OF DAVID E. KENDALL

We are today pleased to release publicly copies of
detailed billing records for the wo;k performed by the Rose Law
Firm for Madison Guaranty Savings and Loan. These records, which
‘were discovered late yesterday, confirm what we have said all
along about the nature and amount of the work done by the Rose
Law Firm and Mrs. Clinton for Madison. With the public release
of these records, yet another set of baseless allegations about
Whitewater can now be laid to rest.

In particular, these records demonstrate that the work
Mrs. Clinton performed was limited both in time and scope.

In addition, the discovery and public release of these
records undermines the unsubstantiated charges that billing
records consulted by the 1992 Campaign had been destroyed. On
‘the contrary, records do exist and they provide a detailed
picture of the Rose Law Firm's limited work for Madison Guaranty.

RE: COMPLIANCE WITH THE MAY 4, 1994 GRAND JURY
SUBPOENA

As was announced publicly last week, the White House
has received a grand jury subpoena calling for certain records
relating to Vincent W. Foster, Jr. In response to that subpoena,
you are required to do the following:

I. DOCUMENTS THAT MUST BE PRODUCED

Each member of the staff of the White House Office must
review any and all documents within that staff member’s
possession, custody, or control and produce responsive documents
to the Counsel’s Office. The documents that you must produce as
of this time are:

1. All documents currently in your possession>that
were in the office of Vincent W. Foster, Jr. as of
July 20, 1993. : ‘

2. Any indices, memoranda, notes or any other similar
type of document listing, referring, or relating
to documents and other items that were maintained
by or within the office of Vincent W. Foster, Jr.,
while he was Deputy Counsel.

3. All documents written by, received from, or sent
‘to Mr. Foster relating or referring to the
Whitewater Development Company, Madison Guaranty
savings and Loan, or Capital Management Services,
Inc.

other documents in your possession, custody, or control relatihg
or referring to Mr. Foster need not be produced at this time, but
they must be maintained by you. (See III. below).
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II. PROCEDURES FOR COMPLIANCE WITH THE SUBPOENA

The same general procedures employed by the White House
to respond to the subpoena issued in March 1994 are to be
followed in responding to this subpoena.

Please be reminded that the term "document® is defined
quite broadly in the grand jury subpoena, and includes
handwritten notes, electronic media, faxes and the like. 1In
addition, the subpoena sets forth certain instructions for
compliance, such as the necessity to produce originals and any
copies of originals in your possession. We have attached the
"pDefinitions and Instructions" section of the subpoena for ease
of reference. Please read this section carefully to ensure that
you are properly complying with the subpoena.

Attached to this Memorandum is a "Statement for All
White House Staff Members,”" which requires a certification that
the staff member has searched his or her documents for responsive
materials. Please return this certification and any responsive
documents to Marvin Krislov of the Counsel’s Office (OEOB Room
128) by the close of business on Friday, May 13, 1994.

III. DUTY TO MAINTAIN DOCUMENTS RELATING OR REFERRING TO
VINCENT W. FOSTER, JR.

On March 17, 1994, the Counsel’s Office sent a
memorandum directing staff members to retain all documents or
computer files relating in any way to Vincent Foster. While we
are not at this time requesting that all of these documents be
provided to the Counsel’s Office, you should be aware that the
subpoena calls for "any and all documents and/or communications
written by, sent to or referring or relating to Vincent W.
Foster, Jr." As a result, all such documents must be maintained,
and may not be destroyed.

IV. OTHER COMPLIANCE OBLIGATIONS

As before, we assume that this subpoena imposes a
continuing obligation to provide responsive documents to the
grand jury. Should you discover any possibly responsive
documents at any time, you should notify Mr. Krislov immediately.

If you have any doubts whatsoever about the
responsiveness of any document or record, it is your obligation
to notify Mr. Krislov immediately. Any questlons about this
matter should be directed to Marvin Krislov at extension 6-7903
or Neil Eggleston at 6-7901.

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Definitions and Instructions

1. Definitions

a. The term "document" or "documents" as used in this
subpoena means all records of any nature whatsoever within your
possession, custody or control, or the possession, custody or
control of any agent, employee, representative, or other person
acting or purporting to act for or on your behalf or in concert
with you, including but not limited to memoranda, records, reports,
notes, books, files, summaries or records of conversations,
meetings or interviews, summaries or records of telephone
conversations, diaries, calendars, datebooks, telegrams,
facsimiles, telexes, telefaxes, electronic mail, computerized
records stored in the form of magnetic or electronic coding on
computer media or on media capable of being read by computer or
with the aid of computer related equipment, including but not
limited to floppy disks or diskettes, disks, diskettes, disk packs,
fixed hard drives, removable hard mainframe
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computers, Bernoulli  boxes, optical disks, WORM  disks,
magneto/optical disks, floptical disks, magnetic tape, tapes, laser
disks, video cassettes, CD-ROMs and any other media capable of
storing magnetic coding, microfilm, microfiche and other storage
devices, voicemail recordings, and all other written, printed or
recorded or photographic matter or gound reproductions, however
produced or reproduced.

The term "document" or "documents” also includes any
earlier, preliminary, preparatory or tentative version of all or
part of a document, whether or not such draft was superseded by a
later draft and whether or not the terms of the draft are the same
as or different from the terms of the final document.

b. The term "communication" or "communicationsg® is usd
herein in its broadest sense to encompass any transmission or
exchange of information, ideas, facts, data, proposals, or any
other matter, whether between individuals or between or amongd the
members of a group, whether face-to-face, by telephone or by means
of electronic or other medium.

c. "possession, custody or control" means in Yyour
physical possession and/or if you have the right to secure, or
compel the production of the document or a copy from another person
or entity having physical possession.

d. The term "referring or relating" to any given subject
means anything that constitutes, contains, embodies, reflects,
identifies, states, refers to, deals with, or is in any manner
whatsoever pertinent to that subject including, but not limited to,
documents concerning the preparation of other documents.

2. Instructions

a. If any original document cannot be produced in full,
produce such document to the extent possible and indicate
specifically the reason for your inability to produce the
remainder.

b. Documents shall be produced as they are kept in the
usual course of business, as organized in the files. ‘

c. File folders, labels and indices identifying documents
called for shall be produced intact with such documents. Documents
attached to each other should not be separated.

d. The originals of all documents and communications
must be produced, as well as copies within your possession, custody
or control.

e. In reading this rider, the plural shall include the
singular and the singular shall include the plural.

f. The words nand" and ‘"or" shall be construed
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conjunctively or disjunctively as necessary to make the request
inclusive rather than exclusive. The use of the word "including"
shall be construed without limitation.

g. In the event that any document called for by this
subpoena is withheld on the basis of any claim of privilege or
similar claim, that document shall be identified in writing as

follows: (a) author); (b) the position or title of the author; (c)
addressee; (d) the position or title of the addressee; (e) any
indicated or blind copies; (f) date; (g) a brief description of the -
subject matter of the document; (h) number of pages; (i)

attachments or appendices; (j) all persons to whom the document,
'its contents, or any portion thereof, has been disclosed,
distributed, shown or explained; and (k) present custodian. Each
basis you contend justifies the withholding of the document shall
also be specified. With respect to those documents or records as
to which you may claim privilege, or attorneys’ work product, set
forth as to each such document the basis for such claim, the
identity of each person who has been privy to such communication
reflected in the document and whether you will submit the document
to the Court for an in_ camera determination as to the validity of
the claim. g

i. In the event that any document called for by this
subpoena has been lost, destroyed, deleted, altered, or otherwise
disposed of, that document shall be identified in writing as
follows: (a) author; (b) the position or title of the author; (c)
addressee; (d)} the position or title of the addressee; (e)
indicated or blind copies; (f) date; (g) a brief description of the
subject matter of the document; (h) number of pages; (i)
attachments or appendices; (j) all persons to whom the document,
its contents, or any portion thereof, had been discloseq,

distributed, shown or explained; (k) the date of the loss,
destruction, deletion, alteration or disposal and the circumstances
thereof; (1) the reasons, if any, for the loss, destruction,

deletion, alteration or disposal and the person or persons
responsible. '

j. If any information or data is withheld because such
information or data is stored electronically, it is to be
identified by the subject matter of the information or data and the
place or places where such information is maintained.

Dear Ms. Orin:

We have received your letter, dated December 29, 1993, requesting
copies of all phone logs and diaries of Mr. Poster for the month
of July 1993 until the time of his death, and files relating to
the Madison Guaranty Savings and Loan, Whitewater Development
Corporation, and James and Susan McDougal that were removed from
Mr. Foster’s office after his death. Your request is based upon
the Freedom of Information Act.

The FOIA applies only to records maintained by "agencies" within
the Executive Branch. See 5 U.S.C. § 552(f). The White House
Office, including the President’s immediate personal staff and
units in the Executive Office whose sole function is to advise
and assist the President, 1s not an "agency" for the purposes of
FAZJA. Thus, the White House and the White House Counsel’s Office
are not "agencies" for the purposes of FOIA. Conseguently, FCIA
does not establish a statutory right to the documents, if they
exist, that you have requested from the Office of the President.

As you know, on May 17, 1995, the Senate passed Senate Resolution 120, a
copy of which is enclosed, establishing a Special Committee administered by the
Committee on Banking, Housing, and Urban Affairs to conduct an investigation
involving Whitewater Development Corporation ("“Whitewater"), Madison Guaranty
Savings and Loan Association ("Madison"). Capital Management Services, Inc.
("Capital Management"), the Arkansas Development Finance Authority ("ADFA"), and
Cther related maiters. In conncction with the Special Commitiee's continuing
investigation, and in order to prepare for upcoming public hearings, we hereby request
that the Whitc'House produce certain records to the Special Committee.

Our request encompasses any records, not previously produced by the White
House to the Special Committee, within the possession, custody or control of the
White House that reflect, refer or relate to the matters specified in Section 1(b) of
Senate Resolution 120. This request embraces any records that may not now be
physically located at the White House hut over which the White House can exercise
control. :

‘The House Committee on Banking and Financial Services (the
"Committee”) is conducting an investigation into the failure and resolution of Madison
Guaranty Savings & Loan Association ("Madison Guaranty”) and related matters,
including allegations concerning White Water Development Corporation and the e
Executive Branch’s handling of the investigation of Madison Guaranty. The Committee
has undertaken this investigation in order to fulfill its Constitutional obligations under
Article I 1o oversee Executive Branch operations. These obligations are reflected in the
authorities and responsibilities set out in Rules X and XI of the House of
Representatives, In particular, House Rule X(1)(C) provides, in relevant part, that the
Committee has federal legislative jurisdiction over "[bJanks and banking." Clause 2 of
Rule X provides authority for standing committees to exercise oversight over the laws
within the subject matter jurisdiction of the Committee. The Committee has scheduled
hearings on these matters during the August Congressional recess.

To aid the Committee in its investigation, please provide the following
documents and information by July 28, 1995:

As you know, I have made efforts to ensure that, to the extent consistent
with its Constitutional and statutory obligations, the Committee’s investigation does, not
hinder the efforts of the Office of the Independent Counsel ("OIC"). For that reason, I
have previously instructed Committee staff that, as a courtesy and at least for the
present, they are not 10 seek to review communications between Executive Branch
agencies and OIC. For the present, the Committee will take the same approach with
regard to the Committee’s document requests of the White House. So that there is no
confusion, the categories of "exempted" documents are set out as follows:

1. Correspondence or communications between OIC and the White
House, including grand jury subpoenas; letters transmitting document productions to the
grand jury or OIC; and correspondence between OIC and the White House relating to
the scope of grand jury subpoenas or compliance with those subpoenas.

2. Notes, summaries or transcriptions of conversations or meetings
involving the OIC, including notes taken by witnesses during grand jury appearances or
OIC interviews, and notes taken during communications or conversations relating to the
scope of grand jury subpoenas and compliance with those subpoenas.

3. Internal White House correspondence, communications, e:mails or
memoranda discussing the activities of the OIC investigation or of the grand jury,
including discussions or summaries of correspondence, communications, conversations or
meetmgs with the OIC, and discussions relanng to the appearance of witnesses for
questioning by the OIC or before the grand jury.

Underlying or preexisting documents or attachments do not come within
the above categories and should be produced in response to the Committee’s request.
The fact that a document in one of the above categories is appended to or contained
within a larger document or set of documents does not mean that the larger document or
document set may be set aside in its entirety; rather, the larger document should be
produced with a notice stating that a certain number of pages were set aside.

In addition, the Committee expects the White House to redact for
production and to produce as redacted any document that contains information as
described in the numbered paragraphs above but also contains responsive information
that does not come within the ambit of those paragraphs. If the White House .
determines that redaction of a particular document is physically impossible, it should
promptly notify the Committee and the OIC, :
