In the video, “Jason and Robin’s Awesome Eye
Huyricane Adventure,” they learned first-hand
what it is like to be in a hurricane. You can
use this workbook to find out more about
hurricanes and how you and your family
can be prepared.

What is a hurricame?

Hurricanes are the largest of all storms. They
are like a big doughnut of winds with a

calm center. High winds, clouds and rain
move around the center. The calm center is
called the eye of the hurricane. Next to

the eye are the highest winds which make

the eye wall. Strong winds moving in a
counter-clockwise motion spin around the
eye. The whole hurricane could be 300

miles across!

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Hurricane Tracking Clhart

Jason and Robin learned that forecasters
watch storms around the world from
satellites and radar. You can track storms
too, just like the weather forecaster!

Tracking a Storm:
Advisories are issued by the National
Hurricane Center every 6 hours. Each
advisory gives the center (eye) position of
the storm. The center positions of the

storms are given by latitude and longitude.

See the example of how to plot a storm
from a position given in latitude 41.5
degrees North and longitude 63.0 degrees

Jason and Robin
learned how dangerous hurricanes can be.

Storm Surge - Storm surge is a rise in
the sea level caused by strong winds.
If you live in :

an area where
storm surge is
expected, you
must evacuate.

Winds - Winds in a hurricane blow
very fast; from 74 miles per hour to
200 miles per ; -
hour! They may
be very loud
and can blow
down trees and
even houses.

Tornadoes - Sometimes there are
tornadoes during hurricanes. If a
tornado comes, go to a safer area
in your home.
This could be a
closet or bath-
room in the
center of the
home on the
lowest floor.

Jason and Robin learned that when
forecasters at the National Weather Service
think the storm might reach land within 2
days, they issue a Hurricane Watch. A
hurricane watch means it is time to get

prepared.

This is the time for you to remind your

family:

WV Listen to weather reports.
¥ Refill prescription medicines.

¥ Cover your windows with boards or
storm shutters.

WV Hll your car's gas tank; check oil and
water.

V Check your Hurricane Supplies Kit and
buy the things you will need.

V Bring in loose things in the yard like
toys, tools, flower pots, and hanging
plants.

V Store extra water in clean bathtubs, jugs
and pails.

Jason and Robin also learned that

when weather forecasters believe the

storm is less than 1 day away, they
will issue a Hurricane Warning. A
Hurricane Warning means that you
must be ready to evacuate

immediately if you are told to do so.

¥V Listen for weather reports and
emergency information.

V' Make sure your home is prepared
for the storm.

If you are told to

evacuate, remuimadl

your family to:

¥V Call friends and family and let them
know where you are going.

WV Check on neighbors; make sure
they know of the evacuation order
and have a ride to a safe place.

¥ Lock windows and doors.

¥V Take your Hurricane Supplies
Kit with you!

If you live in an evacuation zone or in a

mobile home, go inland where it is safer.

That’s the best thing to do.

During the

V' Be brave. You may hear the winds
swirling outside, knocking down
trees and rattling the windows.

V' The winds may knock down power
lines and the electricity may go out.
Have your flashlight ready.

¥V Listen for weather reports and
emergency information. Have your
battery-powered radio handy if the
power goes out.

V Stay indoots! Don't be fooled by the
calm eye of the hurricane!

V' Stay away from windows, skylights
and doors!

WV If the winds are very strong, go to
a closet or bathroom in the
center of your home.

Jason and Robin learned that a hurricane can damage
your home and neighborhood, your school and

stores. After the hurricane is over, it takes time for
things to return to normal. You can heip! But, you

need to be careful.

Remember
these important
safety tips:

v

¥ Stay away from fallen trees and
power lines!

Do not play near broken water
or sewer lines.

Be careful of snakes, insects and
other animals driven to high
ground by the floods.

Do not drink water from the
faucet or eat any food until
your family tells you it is safe.

Be patient. People, families and
neighborhoods all need time to
recover from a hurricane.

Listen to the radio for advice
and help.

Help Jason get home safely.

Follow the road, but avoid all
the hazards.
