HEADLINE: The crunch comes for welfare reform

WASHINGTON, DC 

ACROSS the country they greet the guests at Marriott hotels or dispense 
Burger King Whoppers; east of the Mississippi they ring the tills at CVS 
pharmacies; in Washington, DC, they give manicures at the Just Nails with a 
Gentleman's Touch salon. They, and several hundred thousand like them (president 
Clinton's estimate is 1.5m), have left the welfare rolls over the past two years 
and are the wage-earning proofthat welfare reform is working. 

But will it go on doing so? By July 1st, or earlier in many states, those 
families who have been receiving welfare payments for two continuous years will 
receive them no more. Nor will families who, over time, have had a total of five 
years of payments. The pessimists, worried that America's long economic 
expansion will finally run out of stearn, are already raising the alarm. The 
newly hired will be the first to be fired, but this time there will be no 
welfare cheque to soften the blow. Some mayors are predicting massive social 
unrest. 

Perhaps they protest too much. After all, when Mr Clinton signed welfare 
reform into law in August 1996, it was a bold stroke. For years there had been 
attempts to wean families off welfare; but the rolls kept growing, to a peak of 
5m families (14m individuals) in 1994. Under the terms ofMr Clinton's bill, 
welfare ceased to be a federal entitlement; recipients ofwe1fare would have to 
work for it. For their part, the states, in return for federal block grants and 
the freedom to run their own welfare programmes, would have to remove 25% of 
their families from the welfare rolls (or at least into "work activities" such 
as training programmes) in the first year, rising to 50% by 2002. 

So far, so very good. Since 1994 the rolls have fallen to about 3m families, 
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Partnership, launched in May 1997 by United Airlines, UPS, Burger King, Sprint 
and Monsanto, now has almost 10,000 member-companies committed to hiring from 
the welfare rolls. Its latest estimate is that in the past two years they have 
hired some 410,000 people. The Partnership's chief executive, Eli Segal, says: 
"We're trying not to gloat ... Welfare was an income-production system; now 
it's a work-preparation system." 

Maybe so. Even late converts to the cause, such as Hawaii, have managed to 
meet the law's requirements. Some enthusiasts, such as Wisconsin (whose caseload 
fell by 77% over two years), have done spectacularly well. But do the 

figures, and the emphasis on cutting caseloads, flatter to deceive? 

Mr Segal argues that welfare recipients are not doomed to find only 
"dead-end" minimum-wage jobs. Some 80% of Partnership companies claim to pay 
well above the $ 5.50 an hour minimum wage (with an average of$ 7.20 an hour); 
more than 70% offer medical benefits, and have promoted employees hired from 
welfare. Moreover, the former welfare recipients appear to show above-average 
loyalty and sticking power. Steve Wing, director of government programmes for 
CVS, reckons that 55% of welfare hires over the past two years are still 
employed by CVS, compared with an overall retention rate over that period of 
25%; Giant Food, an east-coast supermarket chain, compares its 90-day retention 
rate of 79% for ex-welfare recipients with a dismal company-wide average of 50%. 

Yet the truth is that such figures do not happen easily. A successful move 
from welfare to work involves an investment by both states and the private 
sector in training programmes, transport, remedial education and "mentoring" by 
colleagues or outside advisers. For the moment, with the labour market at its 
tightest since the 1960s, the private sector arguably has little choice but to 
make the investment. As for the states, they can afford to be generous: the 
economic expansion has given almost all of them healthy budget surpluses, and 
until 2002 they are supposed to receive a federal block grant of some $ 16.8 
billion a year. Add the president's 2000 budget proposals for welfare-to-work 
tax credits, housing vouchers and transport, and perhaps the downturn in the 
economic cycle will not be as damaging as the pessimists fear. 

But it cannot be entirely painless. As a recent study from the Brookings 
Institution points out, the welfare rolls in America's biggest cities may be 
falling, but they are doing so much more slowly than in the surrounding 
counties. The implication, as some mayors argue, is that when the downturn comes 
poverty will be still more concentrated in cities, which will become still less 
attractive to investors. 

Moreover, for all Mr Segal's glad tidings, others tell a less happy story of 
widening income disparities and families trapped in poverty even when they are 
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in work. Analysts at Washington's Centre on Budget and Policy Priorities, for 
example, maintain that most welfare hires do not receive paid holiday or sick 
leave, and that it takes a year of employment before they can be covered by the 
Family and Medical Leave Act--a crucial factor when so many welfare hires are 
single mothers. 

Still, welfare reform has worked better than anyone dared hope. How ironic, 
then, that the experiment's future could be imperilled by its present success. 
Because the welfare rolls have fallen so fast, the states have had to spend less 
on welfare cheques--which means they have some $ 3 billion in federal block 
grants left unspent. To Washington's politicians that money is an irresistible 
temptation, which is why this week some Republicans in the Senate proposed 
siphoning off $ 350m to provide disas.ter relief for Central America and why 
other Republicans in the House want to let the states use their federal welfare 
money for education programmes. 

Happily for the states, not all Republicans agree. As the House Ways and 
Means chairman, Bill Archer, wrote to the Senate leader, Trent Lott: "We made a 
deal. As state legislatures confront the toughest challenges of welfare reform, 
Congress is proposing to pull the rug from under them." Indeed so, and as Mr 
Archer points out, that would be a bad precedent to set when the RepUblicans 
want to tum other areas--education, child protection, housing and so on--over 
to the states in the form of block grants. After all,"welfare reform is an 
experiment in a different sort of government provision for its citizens, and if 
it keeps working there could surely be more.

Roy Mendoza was in a bind, and didn't have time to waste. He was under 

pressure to trim his company's turnover rate and to cut its overtime costs. 

He needed not just workers, but good ones--no easy task with the unemployment 
rate skimming along at record lows. 

And so, Mendoza, regional recruitment manager for the Wyndham Hotels in the 
Chicago area, last fall took a step that some businesses might consider a 
headache-inducing gamble. 

He decided to look for new workers on the welfare rolls. 

"Usually in this industry you won't get results in a few months, but it has 
been positive, very positive. I mean employees who come to work and do ajob. 
It's hard to find that in today's job market," he said. "It's like, give me 
more. I encourage anyone else to do the same." 

Some businesses can offer similar testimonials on the benefits of hiring 
welfare recipients. 

Indeed, the Welfare to Work Partnership, a nationwide business-led group 
formed at President Clinton's request, estimates that 410,000 welfare recipients 
have found jobs since May 1997 from among its ranks. 

But since Clinton signed a revolutionary welfare overhaul in August 1996, 
erasing a 60-year-old promise of financial support for poor people, the business 
community's ability to provide work for the millions leaving the welfare rolls 
has been a mixed bag of unexpected successes and persistent roadblocks. 
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And no one knows what the future holds, as the most marketable job candidates 
get off the welfare rolls, leaving behind more people with substance abuse 
problems and minimum job skills and employment experience. 

Under the law, welfare recipients must work after two years of receiving 
support, and they cannot stay on the welfare rolls for more than five years. By 
2002, the states must have half of the adults who receive welfare working at 
least 30 hours a week. If the states do not meet the government's deadlines, 
they face the loss of federal welfare funds. 

As the states have shed welfare recipients from their rolls, businesses say 
their major difficulty with welfare-to-work candidates has centered on child 
care and transportation, particularly getting workers to suburban areas where 
more jobs are. 

"The challenge for Chicago is that we do not have the transportation in 
place," said Georgina Heard, a United Airlines official temporarily heading up 
the Chicago land Business Partners, an organization that helps businesses hire 
former welfare recipients. 

Although businesses commonly recognize the problems, very few seek assistance 
from local agencies that might be able to help them. They are also reluctant to 
resolve the problems on their own. 

Most businesses say they don't take the extra steps "because they don't 
provide it for their other employees," said Maury Giles, a researcher for 
Wirthlin Worldwide, a research and consulting firm in McLean, Va., that works 
with the Welfare to Work Partnership. 

Small businesses add they cannot afford the extra personnel hassles or 
greater paperwork that might come with employing former welfare recipients. 

As an enticement, the federal government offers a tax credit of up to $8,500 
for two years for each former welfare recipient the company hires. 

California led the nation last year with nearly 20,000 workers certified 
under the program, and Illinois ranked second, even though it had only 4,145 
workers whose employers sought the tax credits, government figures show. 

A survey last year by the Welfare to Work Partnership showed that only 11 
percent of its 10,000 member firms use the credit. Most firms said they either 
did not know about the program or they did not want to get caught up in the red 
tape, according to Giles. 

Since the new welfare policy took effect in 1996, about 4.2 million people 
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have left the welfare rolls, and of these about l.3 million are adults, 
according to the government's most recent figures. About 60 percent of these 
people have found jobs, say officials with the U.S. Department of Health and 
Human Services. 

What kind of jobs have they landed? 

Government officials are unsure and say studies are under way. But a 
nationwide survey of employers published last year by the Urban Institute, a 
Washington-based think tank, showed that the jobs being offered to welfare 
recipients were paying just slightly better than the $5.15 an hour minimum wage, 
and came with limited benefits. 

But officials with the Welfare to Work Partnership are more upbeat, saying 
their surveys indicate that the average pay for former welfare recipients making 
an hourly wage at their member firms is $7.20 an hour. . 

"We expected that we would tap into the more traditional businesses: retail 
and fast-food operations. But we learned that high-tech and financial service 
companies are also interested, and they are establishing solid relationships 
with community-based groups," said Luis Vizcaino, an official with the 
Washington-based Welfare to Work Partnership. 

The group's surveys of its members also show a steady increase in the number 
of firms who say that the retention rate of former welfare recipients is the 
same or higher than for their other workers. In its latest survey in February, 
that figure grew to 65 percent of the firms surveyed, up from 48 percent a year 
ago. 

Much of the success in getting businesses involved and drumming up public 
support comes from the energy extended by the five large firms that launched the 
Welfare to Work Partnership: United Parcel Service, Burger King, Sprint, St. 
Louis-based Monsanto, and United Airlines of Elk Grove Township. 

In United's case, it has taken on 1,300 former welfare recipients so far and 
set a goal of2,000 hires by the end of the year. The airline also has loaned 
out company officials to help either with national or local welfare-to-work 
efforts. 

Gerald Greenwald, the chairman and chief executive officer of United's 
parent, UAL Corp., is the chairman of the board of the Welfare to Work 
Partnership. 

As the business group preaches, some firms have, indeed, gone out of their 
way. 
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To help Rosetta Dunbar, 29, hold a job at the Jefferson facility on Chicago's 
Near South Side, UPS officials put her on the late-night shift nearly three 
years ago. That allowed her to use her regular baby-sitter. 

Before, Dunbar, who has been on and off welfare since she was 18, could not 
hold a steady job because she did not have a reliable source of child care. 

The $10.25 an hour job at UPS has since changed her world. "I have bought a 
car, and I moved out of the neighborhood," she said. 

Faced with no mass transit links to the massive 6,000-worker facility in 
suburban Hodgkins, UPS officials also were able a year and a half ago to 
persuade PACE officials to route some buses to the facility's front door. 

The result, UPS officials say, is that they have been able to hire more 
fonner welfare recipients who commute. UPS hired 1,706 fonner welfare recipients 
in the Chicago area last year. 

Yet Engineered Plastics Inc., a small, 70-worker manufacturing finn in 
Menomonee Falls, Wis., which is about seven miles from Milwaukee, can't overcome 
the commuting hurdle. 

"I could hire another 10 if we had the transportation," said Nancy 
Schwochert, a company official. Her company has hired three workers through the 
Milwaukee YWCA, which has set up a program to assist welfare recipients and 
businesses. 

Jack Webster also would like to hire fonner welfare recipients, and he 
enlisted four other small manufacturing finns in Chicago's northern and 

western suburbs in his quest. 

Nothing has happened, but Webster, chainnan of Webster Hoff Corp. in suburban 
Glendale Heights, is hopeful. 

The problem is not only transportation, but finding the right people and then 
training them, he said. His company hired several fonner welfare recipients, but 
none could keep the job. Now he is working with a job-training agency in 
Chicago, hoping it can set up a suburban branch. 

To the Wyndham Hotels' Roy Mendoza, making an extra effort has paid off. 

Mendoza has hired three fonner welfare recipients from Chicago for suburban 
hotels. He has sought help from local agencies to screen and train applicants 
and says he has gone out of the way to accommodate the workers. 
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That has meant adjusting workers' hours to meet bus schedules or paying for 
them to take a taxi to attend training classes at another suburban Wyndham 
Hotel. It has meant allowing them to bring a child to work if their child-care 
plans fall through. 

Rather than disciplining employees with job problems, hotel managers also 
have relied on the agencies that placed the workers to resolve their problems. 

Mendoza's effort is a pilot venture that has already had a broader impact. 
The company plans to hire dozens more former welfare recipients for its new 
downtown Chicago hotel, which opens in April. 

And Mendoza is confident it will work out. 

"These workers' attendance is better than regular employees'," he said. 
"Their performance is usually higher. And they have more of a buy-in. They feel 
they were given an opportunity they wouldn't normally have gotten."

Subject: Crime Bill -- Nursing Home Provision 

HD staff have reviewed Section 3039 of the Crime Bill ("Nursing Home 
Resident Protection Act") and have the following comments: 

Inclusion in Crime Bill. As a matter of perception, we believe there is a 
danger in housing a nursing home quality provision in the crime bill. 
Nursing home resident advocates have raised concerns that nursing home 
enforcement should, in general, be a quality issue, not a crime issue. We 
recommend pulling the nursing home provision out of the crime bill and 
sending it up as a stand-alone bill. 

Criminal Authority for DOJ. We concur with the provisions in the bill 
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that would give DOJ criminal authority over both nursing home chains and 
individual nursing homes. 

Referral. The bill would give DOJ the authority to pursue nursing homes 
without referral from HCFA. We believe this would create significant 
overlap between HCFA's and DOJ's enforcement actions and could impede 
HCFA's actions to improve quality. We are also concerned that, because 
DOJ would exercise its authority through its us Attorney's offices, there 
would not be a consistent application of quality standards. We recommend 
that DOJ have the authority to pursue nursing homes only upon referral 
from HCFA or with the explicit approval of HCFA. We believe these 
provisions should be included as part of the actual bill, rather than as 
an MOU. 

Chains vs. Individual Facilities. The bill would give DOJ civil authority 
to pursue both nursing home chains and individual facilities. We believe 
HCFA should have primary civil authority in cases involving individual 
facilities, and we recommend removing the legislative language that gives 
DOJ civil authority over individual facilities. DOJ would continue to 
have civil authority through the False Claims Act, upon referral from 
HCFA. DOJ's proposal would impede HCFA's ability to enforce quality 
through CMPs, including the use of HCFA's new CMP per-instance CMP 
authority. For nursing home chains, we believe DOJ should have civil 
authority to pursue nursing home chains only upon referral from HCFA or 
with the explicit approval of HCFA. 

Protecting Enforcement of Quality. The bill provides no assurance that 
HCFA will be allowed to continue quality enforcement actions even if DOJ 
is conducting its own investigation. We believe HCFA should be able to 
continue its enforcement actions even if DOJ is conducting its own investig 
ation. We recommend including language stating that "Nothing in this Act 
shall be construed as depriving the Secretary of Health and Human Services 
of any authority, including enforcement authorities, under the Social 
Security Act, related to nursing homes." 

As you know, negotiations among policy officials at HHS, HCFA, DOJ, OMB 
and DPC are ongoing. We underst,and that there is a tentative agreement 
between HCFA and DOJ that would give HCFA veto authority over injunctive 
relief cases brought by DOJ in exchange for giving DOJ civil authority 
over individual nursing homes, with required advance consultation with 
HCFA. 

We suggest two possible alternatives: 

Accept this compromise as is, but insert language stating that "Nothing in 
this Act shall be construed as depriving the Secretary of Health and Human 
Services of any authority, including enforcement authorities, under the 
Social Security Act, related to nursing homes." This would protect HCFA's 
efforts to enforce quality even if DOJ is conducting its own investigation. 

Give all primary civil authority to HCFA, but establish a referral process 
in an MOU for both chains and individual facilities.

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NATIONAL ORIGIN DISCRIMINATION/LANGUAGE RIGHTS: There are two areas 
that are relevant to national origin discrimination the based on language that· are discussed below. 

A. National Origin Employment Discrimination based on Language - The EEOC is 
focusing its attention on national origin discrimination in the form of "language" issues 
such as speak-English- only rules and discriminatory practices based on accent These 
practices affect a wide range of people suffering from discriminatory treatment by virtue 
of the way they speak 

1. Goal: The goal is to eliminate employment discrimination based on 
language issues such as speak-English-only rules and discriminatory employment 
practices based on accent 

2. Objectives: Promote and enforce Civil Rights Act 

3. Tasks: Promote language rights; educate employers and employees that this 
practice may constitute discrimination; and develop strategic enforcement of the 
Civil Rights law. 

4. Timing: In two weeks, the EEOC will provide recommendations. 

B. Meaningful Access to Government Programs and Programs -

1. Goal: Ensure that Limited English Proficiency CLEP) persons have 
meaningful access to government programs and services. 

2. Objective: To ensure that Agencies are complying with Title VI of the Civil 
Rights Act as it relates to provision of services to LEP persons. We discovered 
that Agencies do not have a consistent policy in this area. However, the 
Department of Justice has filed a brief in a case in which a patient was denied 
emergency medical services because he was a Limited English Proficiency CLEP) 
persons. 

3. Tasks:. (1) The Department of Justice will provide legal guidance as to 
government agencies responsibilities under Title VI; (2) Agency representatives 
will consult with their General Counsels as to their compliance with Title VI; (3) 
develop a strategy to educate the agencies about their responsibilities and to 
ensure their compliance with Title VI. 

4. Timing: In two weeks, the agencies will report on their findings after 
consultation with General Counsels. 



WORKER EXPLOIT ATIONITRAFFICKING OF WOMEN: 
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A. Worker Exploitation - On April 23, 1998, a Federal Worker Exploitation interagency task 
force co-chaired by the Departments of Justice and Labor was established to combat cases of 
worker exploitation in the United States. The Worker Exploitation inter-agency task force is 
coordinating the investigation, prosecution and prevention of these cases; establishing a central 
information bank of information; and establishing a blueprint for addressing the unique needs of 
victims of worker exploitation where they will be more willing to come forward and report these 
terrible crimes. The task force has found that while there are a number oflaws used to prosecute 
these cases, current criminal and labor statutes restrict efforts to prosecute these cases and 
discourages victims of worker exploitation to report these cases. The President's proposed 
Crime bill will include some provisions that help to address these restrictions. However, the 
more can be done to Administration to highlight this problem and to encourage victims to come 
forward by providing adequate protection and assistance for victims. There is press interest in 
this issue. Parade is working on a cover story on this subject for publication in about three 
months. Also, the anniversary of the task force is upcoming and may be an opportunity to 
elevate this issue. 

1. Goals: Eradicate the practice of worker exploitation. 

2. Objectives: Objectives include: (1) coordinating the investigation, prosecution and 
prevention of these cases; (2) establishing a central information bank of information; and 
(3) address the unique needs of victims of worker exploitation where they will be more 
willing to come forward and report these terrible crimes including the provision of 
appropriate services to victims of worker exploitation; (4) build support for President's 
Crime bill proposals. 

3. Tasks: The interagency task force working with other agencies including HHS and 
EEOC and the CRCC will (1) develop a communications strategy to educate and 
highlight that eradication of worker exploitation is a high priority to build support for the 
President's proposals and to support law enforcement efforts to prosecute these cases; (2) 
develop a proposal to ensure the provision of appropriate services to victims of worker 
exploitation; (3) consider and develop other legislative and administrative proposals to 
address this issue; (4) identify additional resources to combat worker exploitation. 

4. Timing: Ongoing 

B. Trafficking of Women and Children - Worker exploitation is often a result of women and 
children who are victims of trafficking which includes recruitment, transport, and harboring, 
transfer, sale or receipt of persons within the US and international borders through deception or 
fraud, coercion or force, or abduction for the purposes of placing in situations of forced labor or 
services such as forced prostitution or sexual services, domestic servitude, or debt bondage--or 
any other forms of slavery-like practices. On March 11, 1998, President Clinton issued an

Executive Memorandum on Steps to Combat Violence Against Women and Trafficking in Women 
and Girls that directed the Federal government to increase its efforts within the United States and 
in partnership with other countries to address this issue. Currently, there is no comprehensive 
law in the United States that sanctions the range of activities recognized as trafficking or that 
protects its victims. Law enforcement now relies upon a number of criminal, labor and 
immigration laws that compose some of the component crimes involved in a trafficking scheme. 
In accordance with this directive, the President's Interagency Council on Women chairs an 
interagency working group to develop a strategy consisting of: prevention; protections and 
assistance for trafficking victims; and prosecution and enforcement against traffickers. There is 
legislation pending on this issue introduced by Representative Chris Smith (R-NJ) and Senator 
Wellstone is working on legislation.

H. R.1141-EMERGENCY SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATIONS ACT, FY 1999 
(Sponsor: Young (R), Florida) 

This Statement of Administration Policy provides the Administration's views on 
H.R.ll41, the bill making emergency supplemental appropriations to assist in Central America's 
recovery from recent natural disasters, to provide urgent funding related to the situation in 
Jordan, and to provide vital loans and other assistance to our farmers and ranchers. The 
Administration appreciates the Committee's consideration of the President's supplemental 
requests and looks forward to working with the Congress on a bi-partisan basis to complete 
action on this important legislation soon. However, we have significant concerns with the 
approach being taken in the House Committee bill and we ask that you consider the 
Administration's views. 

Providing essential assistance to victims of natural disasters and helping our farmers at 
home with vital financing clearly fall in the category of needs that are urgent, unanticipated, and 
essential -- that is, emergency requirements. Therefore, they clearly deserve to be funded 
quickly, fully, and without requiring offsets that could force unacceptable reductions in important 
programs. We support the Committee's action of providing defense-related emergency funding 
in response to Hurricane Mitch without offsets and believe that consistent treatment should be 
applied to non-defense agencies performing similar emergency activities. The Administration 
would strongly oppose an amendment that may be offered that would require offsets for this 
defense-related emergency funding. 

The Committee bill would rescind $875 million from international affairs accounts, with 
the largest portion being a rescission of $648 million in appropriations of callable capital from 
U.S. payments to the Asian Development Bank (ASDB), the World Bank and the InterAmerican 
Development Bank. Such rescissions would be extremely ill-advised. Rescinding the callable 
capital funding would send a dangerous signal to financial markets and could require the AS DB 
and other multilateral development banks (MDBs) to pay a higher premium on their borrowing, 
which could lead to the restriction of capital flows necessary to strengthen the global economy 
and expand U.S. exports. At a time when some of our emerging export markets in Asia and 
other developing economies are beginning to recover, this step would be highly unproductive. 
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In addition, this rescission of callable capital would call into question U.S. commitment 
to all multilateral development banks. This could have a detrimental effect on capital flows and 
economic growth globally, including in Asia, Africa, and Latin America. This unintended 
consequence would even more broadly delay economic recovery in markets vital to the United 
States, thereby hurting our own economy. 

The other rescissions in the international affairs area would undermine a host of 
important objectives in many programs. For example, the rescissions would cut support for U.S. 
exports, undermining our efforts to penetrate foreign markets and provide jobs for American 
workers. At a time when the United States needs to promote its exports, this is 'a particularly 
misguided step. The rescissions would also undercut free market reform and democracy 
promotion in the New Independent States and in Eastern Europe, areas where it is manifestly in 
America's interests to encourage reform. The rescission of development assistance would set 
back efforts in the poorest countries, including possibly in those hit hardest by Hurricane Mitch. 

Other rescissions would undermine our efforts to provide peacekeeping operations in 
troubled areas of the world. The rescission of Global Environment Facility funding would be 
highly detrimental to the cause of improving global environmental protection. Still other cuts 
would reduce our contributions to international organizations, where America's reputation as a 
contributor in good standing is already tarnished. 

In addition, we are concerned with the $150 million cut in important nonproliferation 
programs to reduce stockpiles of excess weapons grade uranium and plutonium in Russia. Since 
the Department of Energy has already negotiated an agreement with Russia to purchase uranium 
for $325 million, the entire cut would have to come from the $200 million appropriated for 
plutonium. That would drastically undercut negotiations that are underway to dispose of 50 tons 
of weapons grade plutonium in Russia, enough for 15,000 nuclear weapons. 

Taken together, these rescissions are so great that the supplemental as a whole would 
constitute a net reduction in U.S. foreign affairs spending -- a reduction that would seriously 
undermine America's capacity to pursue its foreign policy objectives and promote our economic 
security. [The Administration strongly supports adoption of an amendment expected to be 
offered that would strike from the bill several of these objectionable rescissions.) 

Were the bill to be presented to the President with the offsets discussed above, the 
President's senior advisers would recommend that he veto the bill. We urge the House not to 
take actions that could result in gridlock and delay, and that would be detrimental both to our 
allies abroad and our citizens at home in their time of need. We urge the House not to add 
extraneous authorizations to the bill, particularly narrow, objectionable riders that would serve 
only to generate controversy, unnecessarily delaying the urgently needed emergency assistance 
contained in this bill. 

Emergency Relief for Central America 

2 
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The bill provides $962 million for Central America, $6 million more than the President's 
request. On February 16th

, the President transmitted to the Congress a request for $956 million 
for International Assistance Programs, the Department of Defense, and the Department of Justice 
to provide assistance for emergency disaster and reconstruction assistance expenses arising from 
the consequences of the recent hurricanes in Central America and the Caribbean and the recent 
earthquake in Colombia. The Administration appreciates the full funding provided in the House 
bill for this request, which will provide relief from the effects of Hurricanes Mitch and Georges 
and restore hope to this devastated region. 

Hurricane Mitch, the worst natural disaster in the history ofthe Western Hemisphere, left 
more than 9,000 dead and drove millions from their homes. Even today, hundred ofthousands 
of Central Americans still cannot return to their homes. Schools, hospitals, businesses, farms 
and roads were destroyed, resulting in serious economic dislocation. Hurricane Mitch caused 
$8.5 billion in damages, and Hurricane Georges brings the total to $10 billion. The President's 
Central America package is urgent, unanticipated, and essential and should be funded as an 
emergency request.. 

Funds must be provided swiftly to prevent the spread of disease and to buy seed and plant 
crops in the fast-approaching Spring planting season, thereby providing food and jobs to many 
communities, and to demonstrate to Central Americans that they can find jobs and security in 
their own recovering economies. Much of the rural road system farmers and small merchants 
depend on for their livelihoods was destroyed. Water and sanitation systems have been 
disrupted, which can result in disease. Economic destruction and dislocation threaten to 
undermine the region's achievements of the past decade, as these nations have made tremendous 
strides toward settling conflicts, strengthening democracy, promoting human rights, opening 
economies and alleviating poverty. Emergency assistance for reconstruction aid will ensure that 
their transformation continues and that Central Americans will have cause to view their own 
futures in the region with hope. 

Jordan 

The Administration appreciates the Committee's providing the full $100 million for 
Jordan, fully funding the FY 1999 request. These funds will provide financial support to help 
promote stability in Jordan and the region during the period of transition subsequent to King 
Hussein's death. While the administration appreciates the full funding of the $100 million FY 
request, we are disappointed that the $200 million requested for advance appropriations for FY s 
2000 and 2001 has not been provided. In the context of promoting peace in the Middle East, the 
Administration will continue to press for these advance appropriations. 

3 
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On February 26th
, the President submitted a request for $152 million for urgently needed 

emergency funds for the Department of Agriculture (USDA). The Administration appreciates 
the Committee's providing fully for this request. The Administration's request would provide 
an additional $1.1 billion in farm ownership, operating, and emergency direct and guaranteed 
loans to help farmers through the Spring planting season. This additional loan authority would 
provide vitally needed financing for the Nation's farmers in light of the significant increase in 
demand for USDA loans, due to project continuing low commodity and livestock prices. 

Department of the Interior 

The Administration is pleased that the Committee provided a total of$21.8 million in 
supplemental funding for Interior's Indian trust fund management reforms. Of this amount, $6.8 
million was included in the President's FY 2000 Budget and $15 million was transmitted by the 
President with offsets on March 10, 1999. Together these funds will allow the Department to 
carry out critical activities, including court-ordered requirements in the Cobell v. Babbitt lawsuit 
alleging past mismanagement of individual Indian money accounts, and continued progress on 
trust fund management improvements.

The draft book indicates that the President will issue an executive order 
and that there will be exceptions made for agencies like the INS to use 
race profiling provided they demonstrate necessity for using race. 

At the race profiling meeting two weeks ago, I recalled that we decided 
that we would recommend that the President issue either a directive or EO 
that indicates his concern about the

My concern is that providing a carve out for the border patrol and using 
particular example of the Southwest border in the book sends the message 
that it's okay to use race along the Southwest Border. While I 
understand that courts have supported the use of race by the border 
patrol and that the Administration's ultimate conclusion after gathering 
data and discussing various options may be that the border patrol should 
use race, I don't think we should come out now and say it's okay and use 
the Southwest border as an example. Using this example would likely 
outrage the Hispanic and civil rights communities and invite other 
questions that are not addressed in the book - what is INS doing at the 
Canadian border, airports, etc. 

I recommend that the directive or EO not include a

The editorial note at the end of the section indicates that there is an 
understanding that we need to clarify our policy with regard to the border 
patrol but I wanted to make that this issue is addressed and to know the 
status of the race profiling issue.
