President Clinton addressed members of Congress, cabinet secretaries, senior staff, school officials, 
budget office officials, school children, and other guests in the Presidential Hall, Room 450 of the 
Dwight D. Eisenhower Old Executive Office Building on December 21, 2000.  President Clinton makes 
remarks concerning the signing of the Labor and Health and Human Services Bill.  The President's 
remarks mention: the Budget Surplus, Budget Deficits, New Markets Initiatives, Clean Air, Education 
Reform, and Empowerment and Renewal Zones.  There is a backdrop sign on the dais that reads, “More 
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Opportunity for More Americans”.  A group of children stand behind the President on the dais during 
his remarks and bill signing.  The approximate running time of this event is 27 minutes.
