KK: I'm astonished. How can you pos~ibly ... here's a book that celebrates the most traditional 

aspect of the first lady's role of being a;hostess? You do it on the ... you publish it on the heels of 

doing the most revolutionary thing a fillst lady has ever done. Are you doing this to confuse us')

HRC: Well I think it is good to remind~r ourselves how many different roles most women play <­

in our lives today. But I. .. you know lim ending this chapter of my life and it's something that 
means a great deal to me. I had hoped ~hat the book would be out last year but I just coul dn 't get 
it finished in time. And then the senat~ campaign intervened. But it's impOltant for us to be 
reminded of our histOlY and all the trad~itions that bind us together as a nation. Celtainly over the 
last eight years I have tried to make th~ White House even more American to reflect American 
food and style.and culture. So it was rehlly a labor oflove and I also wanted to give people who 
would not other wise have the chance to come to an event at the White House. A look behind 
the scenes about what it is like to cele~rate Christmas here or to attend a State Dinner 

KK: A theme of yours for the velY first day I remember when you came to the White House that 
I 

was a concem. You wanted to make sure that people got in and so was that a big motivator in 

you doing this book. 


HRC: Yes it was a velY big motivator.! You know. Because you know I have loved being able 

to welcome people to the White House. It's ajoy to help design a new china pattem like we did 

for the bicentennial celebratOlY china that the Clinton china represents. It's been a pleasure to 

pmticipate in refurbishing the rooms arid acquire new pieces of mt for the collection. 


KK: Was there ever a pmt of you, andlI ask this as somebody who is from the same cohOlt, was 

there ever a part ofyou that ever said "tvell by God, you know, I want to show people that 

women can do more than just be hoste~s" and how did you make peace with that aspect of. .. 


HRC: Well.I. . .I have an enOlmous respect for women who are great hostess, who have an eye 

for making a room beautiful and alive. : Who understand far more than I ever will about how to, . 

you know, meld together the domestic!arts in a way that just make you happy to be there. It's

something that I have a deep respect for and I wanted to make sure that during our tenure here 

that the White House was in excellent ~hape, physically, that it was constantly being refurbished 

so that it reflected the best of America.: And I wanted, also, to put an emphasis' on things 

American. I'm by no means an expelt. I'm still to this day you know it is something 1 love to do 

but I'm not good at. (laugh) To tell you the truth, I don't really don't know how to do itmyself 


. but I know what I want and whafI hopb I can achieve and convey that sense of hospitality to 
people. I'm from the school who belie~e that there m'e many different talents that we are blessed 
with and I'm palticularly impressed wfuen somebody can transfotm a room into a welcoming 
place of beauty. So this has been ajoy for me it really has. 
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KK: How did you actually do this? Y cju said you had hoped the book would come out a year 
earlier. When did you stmi and how di~ you get it all done?

HRC: Well there's storage space in the!house. I mean there m'e 132 rooms. And there are some 
places that we can store things. But thdre is a huge Federal Presidential Warehouse where things 
are kept. And in fact when we got herel there was a wonderful book that had just been published, 

in the White House that Mrs. Bush ~did the introduction for. And I got a copy ofthat arid] 
was looking through it and I wanted to ~ee a lot of the pieces of mi and pOliraits and painting that 
were in storage to see if there were other that I wanted to add to being on display. So the 
curators were very patient and generous with their time and keep bringing thing out and we just

kept looking and looking and looking apd tlying to find the right places for all of these paintings 
to go and other objects of ali. You know my husband is a also a great connoisseur of White 
House histOlY and he got a paliicular ki'ck out of seeing all the different ways that presidents 
were pOlirayed, how all the different pqrtraits were carved and painted. It was like an ongoing 
histOlY lesson everyday that we took so:mething out of storage.

KK: What's your next week look like? You're doing book signing and book promotions this 
week. You must have some holiday pahies statting soon, . 

HRC: Sunday night is the Kennedy Cether Honors.' Monday is the Congressional Ball and 
Tuesday I stmt Senate Olientation. 1t isljust an amazing challenge of a schedule but I want to do 
everything I don't want to miss a thing :in the White House and I'm working hard on my Senate. 
transition trying to understand all the in's and outs of that. I want to do everything. 

KK: Have you statted putting together a staff? 
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HRC: Well I have been receiving countless resumes and so we are sorting through all that-and 
trying to make sense of it. : . .

HRC: Well you know people ask'me qhestions all the time and wlite about me all the time. This 
chapter of my life is coming to an end ~nd I'm thinking about wliting something about it 
explaining it fOlID my perspective.

I mean you talke~ about it alittle you said you would (inaudible) from this 
experience?

KK: How do you do your writing? How will you get that done? I mean writing is hard. I tell 
my editors all the time.

KK: You have a very very busy life wiih a lot of public obligations. Do you have a routine'} Do 
you make notes? Do you keep a diary?

. clippings and things that happen little rpomentos from events.

Lissa: You don't want to know how much stuff she keeps .. 

HRC: Yeah unfortunately that's one ofithe problem I have with moving is where do 1 take all this 
stuff I have accumulated over all these ~ears. You know with this book for example, are you 
coming to the party this! aftemoon? I 

KK: I have jury duty, I'm doing my co*stitutional duty. 

HRC: But it's at five 0 clock 
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KK: Oh well then maybe I'll come' 

HRC: Come Kathy come. Yeah. We'r6 doing a book palty and a lot of the people on the staff 
who make the housework. But I had allot of help on this book because, you know, J would wlite 
things and pass it around and people ~ould say "that's not how I remember it, here's what I 
think" and "why don't you write about this ... this is a much better StOlY over there." So this 
re~lly has my name on it but it was a c~l1ective labor oflove by a lot of peo'ple.

KK: Jthought one of the nicest things in it was the amount of staff pictures you had?

HRC: J wanted that. People don't kno}v I mean I didn't know before I came here that the staff is 
really the backbone to this place. That; they stay here. There is that famous stOlY Barbara Bush 
tells about how one of the butlers said to her '''-yell you know Mrs. Bush, Presidents come and go 
but the butlers are always here." (Laughter) And there is truth to that and it is reassming . 
because they keep everything moving fmd they are so much a prut of your extended family after 
you've been here a while. 

KK: you know you are going to go down I histOlY as the first First Lady ever to win public 
office, a praise I've wlitten myself a fe}v times, but, uh, what about your tenure as First Lady per 
se would you like to be remembered fqr? 

HRC: Gee, well you know I will have to leave that to the people who look back. And PaJt of the 
reason I wanted to write this book wasj you know, to add to' the public record ab.out what J have 
done. I've'worked on a lot of issues a~d traveled the'world speaking on behalf of democracy and 
woman's light and I have worked hard:to make the white House a gracious symbol ofAmeJican 
democracy, and style, and culture. An<d I can't pull one out and say this is what I think I will be 
remembered for because I have invest~d so much of myself in each one of them and 1 will have 
to leave it up to others to SOlt thl:ough ir some future time. 

KK: Is there any thing from this expeti¢nce that you want to ... some of the issues, I'm sure, that 
you'll cany though as Senator. : . 

HRC: Yes. Absolutely, from the beginhing when I got here and worked on Health Care and 
. I . 

improving the vaccination system for cpildren. And lobbied on behalf of my husband's 
economic plan and worked on improving access to health care, education, and many of, what 1 
call, tools of oppOltunity that make a differenc~ in people's lives. The Save America's Treasures 
progr~m I struted to draw more attentidn during our millennium to the valious histOlic and 
cultural monuments and rutifacts aroun~d our country. There is so much I have done that I have 
cared deeply about and will continue tq work on. Celtainly, issues involving economy, 
education, health Cal'e, and the environment. But also the ruts and historic preservation. This 
house I will always be a great champiop and advocate·,for because I know how impOltant it is. 
Intemational issues that effect women and children that I think do effect Amelica's role in 
secUlity. There is much that I will take!with me from this really lich expelience to the Senate. 
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IT: Do you talk to your future colieges yet have you had much of an 0ppoliunity to ... is there , 
caucusing going on or is it just we1corpe wagon. 

HRC: I think it is mostly informal reldtionships right now. The f01mal orientation starts next 
Tuesday and I will be eagerly attendin~ evelY minute of that to leam evelything I can. I'm really 
excited about it I think it going be a v~ry imp01iant moment to pull together as a counby to reach 
across patiy lines and by to tackle some of issues that need to be.

But I'rh looking f01ward to working with all of them and the 
Dean of the women Senators, my dearlfriend, Barbara Mikulski has a gedogether for all the 
women Senators shortly after the Sena,te convenes. Which, I think will be a great way for all of 
us to find common ground. .
