1. Thc‘following 4s‘a complete report‘of the investization made by Captain
Joseph R. Yraceburn, 0-56240l, Air Corps, on the removal of private property from
. Castle Sandsee. o o : : ‘ :

a. On the 5th Day of July, 1945, the investigating officer under orders
from Lt. Colonel Harold W. Orr, Commanding Officer, 6th Air Disarmament Group .
(Prov), A.P.O. 149, U. S. Army, proceeded to the airfield located at Roth, Germany,
' to investigate the removal of private property from the Castle Sandsee. The in-
veshigating officer questioned Major David D, Ousset, 0-1573922, Commanding Of-
ficer, 30th Air Disarmament Squadron (Prov), A.P.O. 149, U. S. Army, and 1lst Lt
Charles K. Baker, 0-L6550l, of the same organization. Major Ousset stated upon
questioning that his organization had removed furnithre from the Castle Sandsee. -
Only furniture was removed and no linens, art treasures, china, etc., were removed.
He stated that an advance party of his organization scouted the castle as a pos-
sible site for his organization that was in the process of moving into its' al-
lotted area for disarmament work. The advance party found the castle inadeguate
for its' needs. The officer in charge of the advance party reported this fact to
Major Ousset, and also, declared that the castle was formerly used by the Gestapo
for its headquarters and during the advance of the American Armies, used by an
engineering unit for temporary billeting. The airfield at Roth, Germany, was
found to be adequate for the needs of the organization and thus, becamse the loca-
tion. It was found at the airfield that all the furniture had been removed by the
Germen Air Force or persons. Remembering the Gestapo headquarters at the Castle,
and acting on the authority of Paragraph 1 - A, Section IV, Standard Operating Pro-
cedure 10 - G, ETOUSA, dated December 15, 19L4L, Major Ousset ordered his men to
go to the castle and remove that furniture necessary ior household duties of his
organization. The authority given in the above mentioned S.0.FP. definitely states
that any property of the German Government could be used by the Army of the United
States for household needs. Knowing that this was the former headquarters of the
German Gestapo, Major Cusset assumea the desks and other furniture there, was pro-
" perty of the German Govermment, His med did remove the needed furnitie but did
not remove any other items mentioned by Sophi, Furstin Wrede of Mischelbach, Bavaria,
(T 3962), in her statement to the military authorities. Major Ousset's men did
state that while they were removing the needed furniture, they saw civilians remov-
ing other articles from the castle. The men could not say whether they were dis-
placed persons or German nationals. The removal 'of the furniture from the castle
took place during the. 2nd of May, 1945, and preceeding days.

b, 1st Lt. Chgrles Baker, updn questioning, made this statement. He and his °
driver had gone but once to the Castle Sandsee, At that time, they removed from the

-1-
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castle, eight cases of empty beer bottles which they presumed to belong to the
Gestapo during their occupancy of the castle. In reply to the statement made by
Furstin Wrede that It. Baker removed linen from the house and that when she asked
him to give some of them back to her, he said- some unkind remarks to her, he em=--
phatically denies as being untrue. He had not "removed anything from the castle
except the beer bottles and had not been to the castle before'that visit or any
other time later. The same applied to his driver.

¢. It is the opinion of the investigating officer, that no'intent'was made
or showm bythe Army persomnel to cgmmit a theft of private property. Major Ousset
did act on the authority of the S.0.P. and did have reason ard need for the furni-
ture. He was correct in assuming this was German Government property in as much
as the Gestapo had occupied this castle as their headquagters. Lt. Bker's will-
ingness to give his name and serial mumber to Furstin Wrede, is proéf that he
. did not intend . to commit a theft of private property. The furniture that was
removed from the castle isnow in use by the orgamizaticn for household necessity.
Furstin Wrede states in her statement that she had seen Lt. Baker at the castle
on another occasion, to which Lt. Paker will make a sworn statement that he had
~.been to the castle but once and on that occasion, did not remove any furniture,
china, linen, art treasures, but did remove eight cases of empty beer 'bottles.
Tt is 4lso the opinion of the investigating officer that the treasured removed
from the castle are not the doings of American Army persomnel, but other persons.
