This memo is to give you an update on the Task Force's
Congressional database. We have been working to bring together
notes, files, meetings, and people's memories into a central
database and file. This information will be instrumental to our
legislative tracking and plotting a successful legislative
strategy. Attached are four examples of what the database will
look like for each member after we have compiled all the
information and entered it into the database.

The attached print-out details information that is easy to read
as well as information that is coded. We currently have the
ability to separate, or cross reference, members by the type of
plan they prefer, by their top three or four concerns, by caucus
and by committee. As an example, the last 2 pages are members of
the Senate Finance Committee (SFI), who favor Managed Competition
(MC) and who consider rural health care (RHC) as one of their top
concerns. This system gives us the ability to easily check and
track members of Congress, and gives us greater flexibility in
targeting members. ' '

The information on the database (printed out on the following
pages) is broken up into three parts. First is the basic
information about the member, the second is the member's staff
and the third is the register of communications we have had with
each member.

In the first section, we have compiled most of the relevant
information about each member. We have also recorded the votes
of the Family and Medical Leave bill and Cable Regulation
legislation, and soon we will be recording the minimum wage
increase vote. These three votes are important because they deal
with issues like government mandates and price fixing. The
"Comments" field is relevant background information for
individual members and the "Concern" category represents the top

- three or four aspects of health policy concerns. We are also

" recording which type of plan members prefer and notes about their
choice of plan, to the extent that information is available.

The next section deals with the member's staff. Listed here are



the staff, who they are, their office and home numbers. The
third section is comprised of the many contacts with the
Congress. Listed under each member are meetings, phone calls,
and letters to you, Ira, Judy or anyone else. This information
is particularly important because we can track the number of
times we have contacted the member and record anything
noteworthy. The Task Force staff is feeding this information to
us everyday, so this information will be up to date.

I hope that this information proves useful to you. If you have
any questions or suggestions for the database, we would like to
have your input.

MEDICARE OUTPATIENT PRESCRIPTION DRUG BENEFIT
Beginning in January, 1996, the Medicare program expands to cover outpatient
prescription drugs.

Any Medicare beneficiary who elects to enroll in the Part B program (97 percent
of the Medicare population) automatically enrolls in the new prescription drug benefit.

As with other Part B benefits, the Medicare prescription drug benefit is funded by
both ‘general revenues and beneficiary premiums. The Part B premium increases to
cover the new benefit. Premiums currently finance 25 percent of Part B costs. Thus,
- beneficiaries would pay 25 percent of the cost of the new drug benefit. Other rules
related to enrollment in Medicare Part B also apply to the prescription drug benefit.

DEDUCTIBLES, COINSURANCE AND CAPS

The new drug benefit carries a $250 annual deductible. Once the deductible has
been met, a 20 percent coinsurance per prescription applies with an annual limiton
out-of-pocket expenditures of $1000.

Both the annual deductible and out-of-pocket cap are indexed each year to |
assure that the same percentage of beneficiaries continue to receive benefits as d1d
with the initial$250 deductible and $1000 out-of-pocket cap.

COVERAGE

The Medicare drug benefit covers all drugs, biologicals and insulin approved by
the Food and Drug Administration (FDA)for their medically accepted indications as
found in at least one of the three national compendia which are the American Medical
Association Drug Evaluations, the American Hospital Formulary Service, and the
United States Pharmacopeia, or other authoritative compendia identified by the
Secretary. The Medicare drug benefit does not cover a drug ifits use is unfavorably
reported in one or more compendia or the Secretary determines that the drug is not
medlcally appropriate.

The Medicare drug benefit includes covefage of home IVdrugs. Inaddition, the
current limited coverage of outpatient drugs under Medicare such as
immunosuppressive drugs are incorporated into the drug benefit.

The Secretary of Health and Human Services has the discretion not to cover

certain pharmaceutical products listed in Section 1927(d) of the Social Security Act.
Examples include fertilitydrugs, medications used to treat anorexia and drugs used

for cosmetic purposes. However, benzodiazepines and barbiturates would be
covered under the Medicare drug benefit. Further, the Secretary has the authority to

establish maximum quantities per prescription or limitthe number of refillsi in order to

discourage waste.

The Secretary may require physicians or pharmacists to obtain prior approval
before prescribing or dispensing certain medications based on evidence that they are
subject to clinical misuse or inappropriate use or because the Secretary determines
that they are not cost effective.

Allnew drugs approved by the FDAare covered under the benefit. Inthe case of
new drugs that the Secretary determines are excessively or inappropriately priced,
the Secretary has the authority to establish a price for Medicare’s purposes based on
negotiations with manufacturers. Ifa manufacturer refuses to negotiate or the
Secretary is unable to negotiate a price that the Secretary determines to be
reasonable, the Secretary would have the authonty to exclude the drug from
coverage under Medicare.

COST CONTAINMENT

As a condition of participation in Medicare and Medicaid, drug manufacturers
must sign rebate agreements with the Secretary. Rebates are paid to the Secretary
on a quarterly basis.

Rebates are required for non-innovator multiple source drugs (generic) but will be
less than the 10 to 11 percent currently required under the Medicaid rebate program.

For single source and innovator multiple source drugs, manufacturers pay a
rebate to Medicare for each drug based on the difference between the average
manufacturer price (AMP)to the retail class of trade and the weighted average of the
prices of the drug in the non-retail marketplace, or 15 percent of the' AMP, whichever
is greater. The Secretary has the authority to conduct verification surveys of the-
AMP.

For single source and innovator multiple source drugs, an additional rebate is
required on a drug-by-drug basis for manufacturers who increase prices at a higher
rate than inflation. The baseline indexed price will be the AMP for the prescnptmn
between Aprlland June, 1993.

In the case of dual eligibles, to prevent manufacturers from paying rebates to
Medicare and Medicaid, Medicare be the recipient of the rebate.

A manufacturer is considered the entity holding legal title to or possession of the

new drug code (NDC)for the covered outpatient drug.

The new program provides incentives to encourage the use of generic drugs.
Only generic versions of brand-name drugs are covered unless the physician
indicates that a brand name medication is necessary. The Secretary also require that
phy51c1ans obtain pnor approval before prescnbmg specific brand-name products ifa
generic substitute is available.

REIMBURSEMENT

For brand name drugs, reimbursement is the lower of the 90th percentile of usual
and customary charges in a previous penod or the estimated acquisition cost (EAC)
plus a dispensing fee.

For generic drugs, pays the lower of the pharmacist's usual and customary
charge or the median of all generic prices (times the number of units dispensed) plus
a dispensing fee. :

For participating pharmacies, the dispensing fee is $5, indexed to the Consumer
Price Index (CPI). Participating pharmacies are required to accept assignment on all
prescriptions. Non-participating pharmacists receive $2 less per prescription.

SUBSIDIES

Low-income Medicare beneficiaries receive the same financial assistance for out-
of-pocket costs assoc1ated with the drug benefit as provided for other cost-sharing
amounts.

REVIEWS

The Medicare DURprogram parallels the program established in OBRA1990 for
Medicaid. Participating pharmacists are required to offer to counsel Medlcare
beneficiaries on the use of medications.

The Secretary establishes a national system of Electronic Claims Management as
the primary method for determining eligibility, processing and adjudicating claims,
and providing information to the pharmacist about the patient’s drug use under the
Medicare drug program.

Proposed change: The effective date should be at least two years from the date
of enactment. '

Rationale: The timeline for the administration of the new benefit was determined
by the HCFA’s Bureau of Program Operations (BPO) to be at least 24 months
after enactment. The original January 1, 1996 effective date assumed that
enactment would occur late in 1993. With enactment more likely to occur mid
1994 or early 1994, the effective date should be changed accordingly.

DEDUCTIBLES, CO-PAYMENTS AND CAPS

1. Proposed change: Change "the same NUMBEROof beneficiaries” to "the same
PERCENTAGDf beneficiaries."
Rationale: Use of "number” would lead to benefit reaching a smaller percentage
of beneficiaries over time. i

2. Proposed change: Strike "co-payment” and insert "coinsurance."
Rationale: Copayment usually refers to a fixed amount while coinsurance refers
to a fixed percentage. :

3. Proposed change: Index the $1000 out-of-pocket cap in the same manner as the
$250 annual deductible. See revised language in attached draft.
Rationale: Assures the same percentage of beneficiaries over time.

4. Proposed change: Insert "Once the deductible is met" before "beneficiaries also

- pay 20 percent of the cost of each prescription...".
Rationale: Beneficiaries only pay the 20 percent coinsurance after the deductible
has been reached.

COVERAGE

1. Proposed change: Reference to compendia should read " as found in at least

one of the three national compendia which are the American Medical Association
Drug Evaluations, the American Hospital Formulary Service, and the United
States Pharmacopeia, or other authoritative compendia identified by the
Secretary. The Medicare drug benefit does not cover a drug ifits use 'is

unfavorably reported in one or more compendia or the Secretary determines that

the drug is not medically appropriate.”

Rationale: Current language requires that the medically accepted indication for a
drug or biological be listed in all three compendia. New provisions would give
the Secretary the authority to consider new compendia developed as well as not
cover off-label uses that are unfavorably listed in one or more compendia. These
new provisions are similar to those passed in the oral cancer drug provisions of

OBRAS93.

2. Proposed change: Insulin should be covered under the new benefit.

Rationale: Insulin needs to be explicitly listed since itis neither a drug or
biological. Including insulin is consistent with the Medicare Catastrophic
Coverage Actof 1988 (MCCA).

3. Proposed change: A home IVtherapy benefit should be covered under the new
drug benefit. Drugs provided through the home IVbenefit would be subject to the
new benefit’s deductible and co-payment. Current limited coverage of home IV
therapy under the DMEbenefit would be eliminated.

Rationale: Including home IVtherapy is consistent with the MCCAand eliminates
quality assurance concerns under the DMEprogram. According to HCFA
actuaries, the cost of the home IVbenefit will total $263 million for CY 1995.

4. Proposed change: Current coverage of immunosuppressive drugs, blood clotting
factors and osteoporosis drugs should be covered under this new benefit.

Rationale: Medicare currently covers immunosuppressive drugs for the first year
after a covered transplant. Afterthe first year of immunosuppressive therapy, the
beneficiary would then be covered under the new drug benefit. Covering the
beneficiary under the new benefit from the outset would be administratively
simpler. Medicare also currently covers blood clotting drugs for hemophiliacs
and osteoporosis drugs.

5. Proposed change: Strike the entire paragraph beginning "Certain pharmaceutical
products are not covered by the Medicaid program..." and ending "Exceptions to
current Medicaid exclusions include barbiturates and benzodiazepines." The
Secretary would have the discretion to exclude from coverage drugs listed in
Section 1927(d) of the Social Security Act, except for benzodlazepmes and
barbiturates.

Furthermore, this paragraph is later
repeated in the first paragraph of page 202 -- this is most likely a proofreading
error. o

6. Proposed change: Eitherphysicians and PHARMACISTSnay be required to
obtain approval before prescribing and/or dispensing a particular medication.

Rationale: In the Medicaid program, pharmacists rather than physicians generally
request prior approval before dispensing a pharmaceutical product.

7. Proposed change: Strike two sentences beginning "However, the Secrétary has
the authority to negotiate prices...by any federal program and health alliance."

Rationale: The revised provisions for new drug prices are restated below in the
next paragraph. This is most likely another proofreading error. ‘

COST CONTAINMENT

1. Proposed change: Insert "must' before "sign rebate agreements."

Rationale: Signing rebates agreements is a mandatory if drugs are to be
covered by Medicare. : .

2. Proposed change: Include rebates for generic as well as brand name drugs.
The rebates for generic drugs would be at a lower level -- 7 percent -- than is
currently mandated under the Medicaid program (currently 10% of AMP, 11% of
AMPin 1994). The reductions in savings would be offset by stricter enforcement
of state laws mandating generic substitution. Medicare’s generic rebate
percentage would equal the revised Medicaid percentage. See rewritten
provisions in attached draft.

Rationale: Mandating generic drug rebates is consistent with the current
Medicaid drug rebate program. Not mandating generic drug rebates would
reduce the total rebates that could be collected by the Federal government. Not
including generic rebates could also make the manufacturing of generic drugs
too attractive relative to the manufacturing of innovator drugs.

3. Proposed_change: Insert "or 15 percent of the AMP, whichever is greater” after
"the weighted average of the drug in the non-retail market."

4. Proposed change: Strike "on particular drugs” and insert in its place "on a drug-
by-drug basis."

Rationale: The use of phrase "on pamcular drugs implies that only certain drugs
will be subject to the additional rebate provisions.

5. Proposed_change: Include a provision for dual eligibles must be included with
Medicare serving as recipient of the rebate when Medicare is the primary payor.
Rationale: Avoids situations in which drug manufacturers would pay double
rebates.

6. Proposed change: A manufacturer is considered the entity holding legal title to
or possession of the new drug number (NDC)number for the covered outpatlent
drug.

Rationale: This provision clarifies the responsible manufacturer. This definition is
consistent with the Medicaid rebate agreement.

REIMBURSEMENT

1. Proposed change: Separate discussion of dispensing fees from costs of drugs.

Rationale: Clarity.

CHANGES IN PRIVATE INSURANCE REQUIREMENT

Proposed change: Omit this section.

Rationale: This is the provision is from MCCA'’s Section 421 (Maintenance of
Effort). This provision required any employer who provides health benefits that
duplicate Medicare benefits as a result of the catastrophic legislation (excluding
outpatient drugs) by at least 50 percent of the national actuarial value of the
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MEDICARE OUTPATIENT PRESCRIPTION DRUG BENEFIT -

catastrophic benefit, to provide additional benefits or refunds at least equal to the
actuarial value of the duplicative benefits for one year only. This provision was
included in MCCAsince the time between enactment and the effective date for
the statute was only about six months. The time between enactment and the
effective date for the new drug benefit should be sufficient to allow the
appropriate parties to negotiate reduced premiums for retiree group coverage
that takes into account the new drug benefit. f
