As you will note. all businesses currently provic;ling health insurance to 
their employees -- even large firms -- will. on average. see their financial 
burden reduced. (It is always important to stress tbat these numbers are 
based on averages and a range of assumptions that

some; and, in any case, there certainly will be firn:is who will stUI see their 

Ihealth care costs go up). Regardless, however, the numbers portrayed in the 
chart are obviously very encouraging.
