We want to congratulate you, the First Lady and her entire Task Force for haVing the 
courage to tackle the critical issue of health care reform. 

Meeting the health care needs of Americans, keeping health cost growth in line with 
overall economic growth, and spreading costs fairly throughout the economy are all 
maners of paramount importance. Accomplishing these goals will help dictate the 
future standard of living for Americans, the competitiveness of American business in 
a global economy and the ability of American businesses to ·offer well paying, highI 

value-added jobs. Moreover, as is so aptly stated in your proposal, a he,alth system 
must reflect fundamental national beliefs about community, equality, justice and 
liberty .

As you prepare to formally announce' the details of your

health care reform plan, ! wish to express my support for the 

siqnifica~t initiatives you have taken aD this subject. I 

complirnentY0J; for having the political courage to face up to 

the serious economiC and social problems currently before, us, 

~he fortitude to pu~sue your goals forthrightly, and the de­

termination to move effective plans through Congress. 


As,! indicated to you in our luncheon conversation on 

JW1e 16, and ,in :ny previous letters of July 31 and September 

10, health care issues have been a subject of serious study and 
deep concern within our co~panyfor the past, 10 years. Given' 
yo'.:r'plan, the means for applying adequate reform and deliv­
ering qualit.y health care wit!:. cost containment can be put in 
place for all Americans. 

. My'knowledge of your plan, at this time, is limited to 
various press reports that have appeared over the past few 
weeks. If they are accurate, however, two aspects of your plan
strike at the heart of the current problems, and that 'I support
enthusiastically. They are: , ' 

1. Cost sharing and deductibles. Each individual 
definitely must share at least a portion of the co~t. In my
July 31 letter to' you, r spoke of the need for consequences for 
all. Your provision for reasonable deductibles, together with 
co-payments, will he:J.p to establish a sense of responsibi11t~·
with t~e user, of health services, and provide some financial 
consequences ,for his or her actions. This is an absolutely

essential feature in order to contain costs. ' 


2. Ur.iversal coverage. Every American should have access 
to health care, and your system steadfastly provides for this. 
This is an excellent goal unto itself, and one that has been 
badly needed. But this qe~eral provision also will have a

benefit on the coat-containment side. Your plan requires every
employer who is able to pay for his or her employees' health 
care ~lan toao so. Such costs, therefore, cannot be shifted 
to others. The load is fairly distributed. This will prove to 
be a pivotal element in the ability to hold down health care 
costs for all. Also, your approach to the problems of small 
business i& fair and equitable. , . 

There are many oth~r features of the plan that ! strongly
applaud, such as the reduction of red tape in claims ' 
processing, the effort to cut down on duplication and outright
fraud in prescribinq and billing' fo~ services, and the need to 
address malpractice and related litigation issues. This is a 
complex pr~posal and I'm certain there will be other provisions 
we will end~rse as equally useful. If I fault your plan at all 
it would ,be in the area of litigation cost containment, and 
disciplining of the trial lawyers. They are abusing American 
society as much as the health industry, and this is a good time 
to bring this part of the abuse-to rest. Please do this. 

I applaud the members of the commission head,ed by Mrs. 
Clinton for' their work. They have done a masterful job of 
putting together a package to address this most difficult 
problem that ,has qrown, largely without restraint, tor many 
years. It i~ my hope that the members of your administration 
will have frequent, .ong-:>inq contact on this subject with 
business leaders, who -- together with the government and ita 
taxpayers -- are responsible for paying the bill for all health 
care in America. 

Some have criticized this effort 8S bringing too much 
government into the free market system. The health'indu8try
has no free market. Involvement of government in the manner 
you propose works to establish a free market and therefore 
allows ~arket forces to work -- market forces that bave been 
absent in the past. ' 

As I have stated previously, I am seriously interested in 
solutions to our nation's health care dilemma. If'I can assist 
you in any way, please call on me. I congratulate you on the 
progress made thus far, and encouraqe your continued 8trong 
support of health care reform, cost containment, and qual!ty . 
health delivery.
