.~oice of the Retarded (VOR) is an advocacy group primarily made 
- up of the parents of d~velopmentally disabled individuals, 
although providers and professionals working wit~ the disabled 
are also included in the membership. VOR descri~es its mission 
as supporting servicesithat, "best suit the needs of each 
mentally retarded person and his/her family.1I Tilis includes 
institutionalization for those who are ~everely disabled and more 
independent living services for others. I 

I would note that duri~g the last year Mike Lux Jnd I have worked 
closely with people with disabilities, and have ~ever come across 
this group before. We :have, however, worked partiicularly closely 
with The Arc, -an advocacy group primarily of pare1nts of the 
developmentally disabled who support home and co~unity based 
care. Paul Marchand, Director of Government Rela:tions for The 
Arc and Chair of the Consortium of citizens with Disabilities, 
describes this group as one that advocates institftionalization 
of the developmentallyidisabled - rather than the more middle of 
the road way they describe themselves. Accordin~ to Paul, the 
membership of this group is probably 5-7,000, spanning 10-15 
states. (Voice of the ~etarded would not tell me their mempership 
over the phone.)' - - . 

My sense is that the p~ilosophy of this organizatlion leans toward 
earlier beliefs that institutionalization is the better option 
for developmentally disabled individuals, in cont~ast to today's 
prevalent belief in home and community based care. The latter is 
what the majority of d~sabled advocates support._
