Summary

Clinton, Hillary Rodham Clinton, Chelsea Clinton, staff and others for the time period
processed.

Scope and Content Note

FOIA 2008-0666-F (Segment 22) is a request for all Clinton Administration White
House photographs taken from July 1, 2000 through December 31, 2000. The
photographs processed in this segment were created from October 17, 2000 through
October 21, 2000. The segment contains photographs pertaining to: arrivals,
departures, meetings, ceremonies, photo-ops, etc., involving President Clinton,
Hillary Rodham Clinton, Chelsea Clinton, staff and others for the time period
processed. Photographs from October 17, 2000 are as follows: President William
Jefferson Clinton speaks with Chairman Yasser Arafat and President Hosni Mubarak
at the Jolie Ville Golf Resort. The President also participates in meetings with
President Mubarak and Prime Minister Ehud Barak. Present during remarks and
meetings include King Abdullah of Jordan, United Nations Secretary General Kofi
Annon, and Javier Solana of the European Union. Senior administration officials and
staff present including Bruce Riedel, Madeleine Albright, George Tenet, Steve
Ricchetti, Mara Rudman, Jake Siewert, Sandy Berger, and Dennis Ross, among
others. President William Jefferson Clinton greets people at Sharm el Sheikh Airport
prior to departure. President William Jefferson Clinton delivers remarks to the
President’s Cup Dinner at the National Building Museum in Washington, DC.



Photographs from October 18, 2000 are as follows: President William Jefferson
Clinton arrives in Lake Manassas, Virginia. The President participates in the opening
ceremony of the President’s Cup golf tournament at the Manassas Golf Course.
Present are Greg Norman, Timothy Finchem (President of the PGA Tour), Governor
James Gilmore, Ken Venturi (PGA Tour United States team captain), and Peter
Thomson (PGA Tour international captain), among others. President William Jefferson
Clinton, First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton, and Chelsea Clinton participate in the
U.S.S. Cole Memorial Service at the Norfolk Naval Air Station in Norfolk, Virginia. The
President and Chelsea meets with injured soldiers & families affected by the
bombing. Present at various points are Sandy Berger, William Cohen, Janet Reno,
General Hugh Shelton, John Podesta, and other senior staff. President Clinton arrives
at Andrews Air Force Base following the trip to Norfolk, Virginia. Photographs from
October 19, 2000 are as follows: President William Jefferson Clinton is presented
with diplomatic credentials from Ambassador Mohamed Said Ould Hamody of the
Islamic Republic of Mauritania, Ambassador Hatem Atalla of Tunisia, and
Ambassador Michael Kergin of Canada in separate events in the Oval Office.
President William Jefferson Clinton is briefed by senior staff prior to meeting with
Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina of Bangladesh. Present are Madeleine Albright, General
Donald Kerrick, John Podesta, Janet Reno, Gene Sperling, and Leon Fuerth, among
others. The President greets Prime Minister Hasina and the Bangladeshi delegation
at the White House. President William Jefferson Clinton addresses the Democratic
Caucus in the Cannon Caucus Room at the Cannon Office Building. Present are
Representative Richard Gephardt and Senator Tom Daschle. The President later
meets with various members of congress including Representatives Jose Serrano,
John Lewis, and Barney Frank, Senators Ted Kennedy and Patrick Leahy, among
others. (Photographs from Oct. 19th, 2000 continued) President William Jefferson
Clinton is photographed at arrivals & departures in New York and Connecticut.
Photographs from October 20, 2000 are as follows: President William Jefferson
Clinton arrives in Lowell, Massachusetts. The President proceeds to the Gabrielli
Residence where he records his weekly radio address. President William Jefferson
Clinton arrives in Boston, Massachusetts. The President is photographed with local
individuals including drivers and police officers. President William Jefferson Clinton
and First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton depart from the White House via Marine One
en route Andrews Air Force Base. Air Force One departs en route Missouri. Aboard
the flight are Bruce Lindsey, Rodney Slater, Richard Riley, Tom Daschle, Doug Band,
and Karen Tramontano, among others. The group are en route to a memorial service



for Governor Mel Carnahan who died in a plane crash. The President and First Lady
participate in a memorial service for Governor Carnahan in Columbia, Missouri.
President Clinton, The First Lady, and other members of the administration depart
Columbia Regional Airport. Photographs from October 21, 2000 are as follows:
President William Jefferson Clinton participates in the President’s Cup golf
tournament at Robert Trent Jones Golf Course. President William Jefferson Clinton
arrives at Indianapolis Airport in Indianapolis, Indiana. The President proceeds to a
rally for Representative Julia Carson at the Indianapolis Fairgrounds. Miscellaneous
photographs from October 19, 2000 are as follows: White House photographer
Sharon Farmer delivers a lecture in the Presidential Hall of the Eisenhower Executive
Office Building.

Records that were responsive to this FOIA request were found in one collection area
and one series— Clinton Presidential Records: Photographs of the White House
Photograph Office and the series therein—Photographs Relating to the Clinton
Administration. Processing is done at the Folder/Contact sheet level. While this
method maintains folder/contact sheet integrity, it frequently results in the
processing of photographs that are not wholly responsive to the subject area.

Access

Collection is open to all researchers. Access to Clinton Presidential Records is
governed by the Presidential Records Act (PRA) (44 U.S.C. Chapter 22, as amended)
and the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) (5 U.S.C. 552, as amended) and therefore
records may be restricted in whole or in part in accordance with legal exemptions.
