The Clintons return to the Ground Floor residence of the White House with
Ricki Seidman and Mark Gearan. First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton talks with Jan
Piercy, Melanne Verveer, Marcia Hale, Dee Dee Myers, Mark Gearan, and George
Stephanopoulos in the Outer Oval Office. President Clinton joins the group in the
Outer Oval Office. First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton addresses the Carnegie
Corporation National Conference “Task Force on Meeting the Needs of Young
Children” at the Four Seasons Hotel in Washington. Photographs from April 13, 1994,
are as follows: President Clinton stands at his Oval Office desk and confers with
Secretary Warren Christopher, Secretary William Perry, Vice President Albert Gore,
and Tony Lake.
