Summary

The photographs processed in this segment were created from January 15, 1994 &
February 8, 1994, through February 12, 1994. The segment consists of photographs
pertaining to arrivals, departures, meetings, ceremonies, press briefings, interviews,
photo-ops, etc., involving President Clinton, Hillary Rodham Clinton, White House
Staff, and others for the time period processed.

Scope and Content Note

FOIA 2016-0984-F (Segment 12) is a request for all Clinton Administration White
House photographs taken from January 15, 1994 & February 8, 1994, through
February 12, 1994. The photographs processed in this segment contains
photographic events pertaining to arrivals, departures, meetings, ceremonies, press
briefings, interviews, photo-ops, etc., involving President Clinton, First Lady Hillary
Rodham Clinton, White House Staff, and others for the time period processed.
Photographs from January 15, 1994, are as follows: President Clinton and First Lady
Hillary Rodham Clinton arrive in Geneva, Switzerland. President Clinton meets with
Tony Lake, Leon Fuerth. David Gergen, and others in Geneva. Photographs from
February 8, 1994, are as follows: First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton and Tipper Gore
address the National Women’s Political Caucus at the Mayflower Hotel in
Washington, DC. They are joined by Harriett Woods, Caucus President, Secretary
Donna Shalala, Administrator Carole Browner, Ambassador Madeleine Albright,
Chairwoman Laura Tyson, and Attorney General Janet Reno on the dais. President
Clinton talks on the telephone in the Oval Office to President Francois Mitterrand of
France regarding the situation in Bosnia. President Clinton meets in the Oval Office
with Ambassador Kiuchi, Special Envoy of Prime Minister Hosokawa of Japan.



Meeting participants include Tony Lake, Sandy Berger, Bowman Cutter, and Mickey
Kantor. President Clinton participates in a meeting on crime in the Cabinet Room
with Vice President Al Gore, Representative Tom Foley, Senator George Mitchell,
Carol Rasco, Leon Panetta, Bruce Reed, David Gergen, Pat Griffin, Attorney General
Janet Reno, Representative Jack Brooks, Representative Richard Gephardt, Rahm
Emanuel, and others. Photographs from February 9, 1994, are as follows: President
Clinton confers in the Oval Office with Jenonne Walker and Tony Lake prior to calling
Prime Minister John Major of the United Kingdom. President Clinton talks on the
telephone in the Oval Office to British Prime Minister John Major. President Clinton
and First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton participate in a Congressional Health Care
meeting in the Cabinet Room. Meeting participants include Senator George Mitchell,
Senator Edward “Ted” Kennedy, Representative Tom Foley, Representative Richard
Gephardt, Representative Daniel Patrick Moynihan, Representative William Ford,
Representative Dan Rostekowski, Pat Griffin, Harold Ickes, Mack McLarty, and
others. After the meeting President Clinton talks alone with David Gergen and Mark
Gearan in the Cabinet Room. Photographs from February 9, 1994, Continued: First
Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton meets in the Map Room with Representative Charles
Rangel and Jon Sheiner. President Clinton, Attorney General Janet Reno, and Lee
Brown, Drug Control Policy Director participate in a conference call to mayors
regarding police funding grants. President Clinton meets in the Oval Office with Tony
Lake, Nicholas Burns, Jane Holl, and Nancy Soderberg. President Clinton talks on the
telephone to Chancellor Helmut Kohl of Germany with Jane Holl present. President
Clinton addresses the World Jewish Congress in the Old Executive Office Building.
Dais participants include Vice President Al Gore and Edgar Bronfman. President
Clinton and Vice President Al Gore walk down the hallway of the Old Executive Office
Building. President Clinton meets in the Oval Office Dining Room with Vice President
Al Gore, David Gergen, Tony Lake, Dee Dee Myers, Mark Gearan, and George
Stephanopoulos. President Clinton stands at his desk in the Oval Office with Dee Dee
Myers. President Clinton greets Kathleen Wiley and friend in the Oval Office.
President Clinton reads papers at his desk in the Oval Office. President Clinton talks
with Vice President Al Gore and George Stephanopoulos in the Oval Office. President
Clinton departs the Oval Office and walks down the South Lawn sidewalk with Vice
President Al Gore. They depart for Upper Marlboro, Maryland. President Clinton and
Vice President Al Gore arrive at the Prince George’s County Correctional Center.
They are accompanied by Attorney General Janet Reno, Senator Joseph Biden,
Secretary Ron Brown, Secretary Donna Shalala, Director Lee Brown, Secretary



Federico Pena, Secretary Robert Reich, and Christine Varney. President Clinton
announces the Administration’s National Drug Strategy Report to officials at the
Prince George’s County Correctional Center. President Clinton talks on the telephone
in the Oval Office. First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton greets reporters at a Health
Care Tea in the Blue Room. President Clinton and Vice President Al Gore walk down
West Executive Avenue to the West Wing. Photographs from February 9, 1994,
Continued: President Clinton and First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton greet guests in
the Family Theatre at a watch party for the Arkansas Razorbacks versus Kentucky
Wildcats college basketball game. President Clinton meets in the Oval Office for a
pre-briefing on the Congressional debriefing regarding the European trip with Tony
Lake, Secretary William Perry, General John Shalikashvili, Secretary Warren
Christopher, David Gergen, and George Stephanopoulos. President Clinton and Vice
President Al Gore followed by Secretary Warren Christopher and Secretary William
Perry walk along the White House Colonnade towards the residence. President
Clinton meets in the State Dining Room with members of Congress to debrief them
on his European trip. Meeting participants include Secretary Lloyd Bentsen,
Representative Richard Gephardt, Representative Tom Foley, Vice President Al Gore,
General John Shalikashvili, Senator George Mitchell, Secretary Warren Christopher,
Secretary William Perry, and Tony Lake. President Clinton makes a statement on
Bosnia in the Press Briefing Room. Staff members present include Tony Lake, Dee
Dee Myers, Mack McLarty, David Gergen, Jane Holl. And Jeremy Rosner. President
Clinton talks with Tony Lake, George Stephanopoulos, Dee Dee Myers, and David
Gergen in the hallway of the West Wing. Tony Lake and Jane Holl talk on telephones
to NATO Secretary General Manfred Wörner in the Usher’s Office. Josh King stands at
the podium in the Lower Press Office and jokes with Press Office staff. President
Clinton meets in the Roosevelt Room with Ukrainian Americans. Present at the
meeting include Vice President Al Gore, Strobe Talbott, Nicholas Burns, and Rose
Gottemoeller. First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton greets U.S. Navy Recruiters of the
Year and their spouses in the Diplomatic Reception Room. President Clinton greets
Ann Clark, Teacher of the Year, and others in the Oval Office. President Clinton talks
on the telephone in the Oval Office. Photographs from February 10, 1994,
Continued: President Clinton greets Peter Graves and his wife in the Oval Office.
President Clinton shows them his political campaign button collection in the Oval
Office hallway. President Clinton greets departing military personnel in the Oval
Office. President Clinton greets Senator Paul Simon and his wife Jeanne in the Oval
Office. President Clinton greets departing Secret Service agents and their families in

President
Clinton autographs a basketball for Carolyn Blitz Sonn of the NBA. President Clinton
addresses the National College Football Championship honoring the Florida State
Seminoles football team in the East Room. Dais participants include University
President D’Alemberte, Head Coach Bobby Bowden, football players, and others.
President Clinton is presented a “Clinton 1” football jersey. Photographs from
February 11, 1994, are as follows: President Clinton talks on the telephone in the
Oval Office to President Boris Yeltsin of Russia regarding Bosnia. President Clinton
signs Executive Order 12898, Federal Action to Address Environmental Justice in
Minority Populations and Low-Income Populations in the Oval Office. Participants
include Vice President Al Gore, Administrator Carol Browner, Attorney General Janet
Reno, and Katie McGinty. President Clinton talks with Tony Lake in the Oval Office.
Photographs from February 11, 1994, Continued: Prime Minister Morihiro Hosokowa
of Japan arrives at the White House. Prime Minister Hosokowa signs the guest book
and talks to Molly Raiser, State Department Chief of Protocol, in the Cabinet Room.
White House Photographer Bob McNeely presents the Prime Minister with a photo
album from the Seattle APEC Conference. President Clinton meets with Prime
Minister Morihiro Hosokowa in the Oval Office. Vice President Al Gore, Secretary
Warren Christopher, and Tony Lake are present at the meeting. President Clinton
shows Prime Minister Hosokowa his political campaign button collection and the
Prime Minister sits at the President’s desk in the Oval Office. President Clinton and
Prime Minister Hosokowa have an expanded meeting in the Old Family Dining Room.
President Clinton and Prime Minister Hosokowa participate in press availability in the
East Room. President Clinton participates in a satellite feed to California newspaper
publishers in the Old Executive Office Building Studio. President Clinton confers with
Mark Gearan, Leon Panetta, Christine Varney, James Lee Witt, Jock Gill, and others in
the hallway of the Old Executive Office Building.
