Hillary Rodham Clinton, White House Staff, and others for the time period processed.
Photographs from August 8, 1994, are as follows: President Clinton and First Lady
Hillary Rodham Clinton greet Medal of Freedom Award recipients and their families
in the Blue Room. The President and First Lady honor the awardees in an East Room
ceremony.
