This partnership allows students to tour both the Clinton Presidential Library and Heifer Village. In addition
to viewing the permanent exhibits and the current temporary exhibit, students will learn about the work
of the Clinton Foundation and the steps taken for the library to attain Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design (LEED) Platinum certification.
