The segment contains photographs
pertaining to arrivals, departures, meetings, ceremonies, press briefings, interviews, photo-ops,
etc., involving President Clinton, Hillary Rodham Clinton, White House Staff, and others for the
time period processed. Of particular focus is the 1994 State of the Union Address, including
working on and delivering the address.
