Scope and Content 

FOIA 2016-0984-F (Segment 23) is a request for all Clinton Administration White House 

photographs taken March 14,1994, through March 15, 1994.   

 

The photographs processed in this segment contains photographic events pertaining to arrivals, 

departures, meetings, ceremonies, press briefings, interviews, photo-ops, etc., involving 

President William Jefferson Clinton, First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton, White House Staff, and 

others for the time period processed.   
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Photographs from March 14, 1994, are as follows: 

 

President Clinton arrives and speaks with the press on the tarmac at Logan International Airport 

in Boston, Massachusetts.  

 

President Clinton addresses a Democratic National Committee fundraiser at the Boston Park 

Plaza Hotel in Boston. 

 

President Clinton addresses the citizens of Boston from Rowes Wharf. President Clinton is 

accompanied by Senator Edward “Ted” Kennedy at Rowes Wharf. 

 

Views of Detroit Diesel plant workers during an event at the plant in Detroit, Michigan. 

 

First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton arrives at Denver Stapleton International Airport in 

Colorado. The First Lady is met by Governor Roy Romer, Dr. Judith Albino, President of the 

University of Colorado, Mayor Wellington Webb, and others.  

 

First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton arrives at the Denver Performing Arts Complex and is met 

by Representative Patricia Schroeder and Governor Roy Romer. The First Lady participates in 

the 1994 Colorado Health Care Summit. The First Lady delivers the keynote address at the 

Summit. 

 

First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton tours the National Guard Hospital in Denver. The First Lady 

is accompanied by Governor Roy Romer, Representative Patricia Schroeder, and others. The 

First Lady greets patients and children at the hospital. 

 

First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton addresses a health care rally at the University of Colorado, 

Boulder near the Trumbo Fountain area. A banner hangs in the background of photos that reads 

“Give’Em Health Hillary!”  

 

First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton participates in an interview with Mary McGrory at the 

Radisson Hotel in Denver. 

 

Hillary Rodham Clinton greets police, volunteers, and others prior to departing Denver’s 

Stapleton International Airport. 
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Photographs from March 15, 1994, are as follows: 

 

First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton participates in a discussion with residents at the St. Louis 

Altenheim Retirement Center in St. Louis, Missouri. The First Lady and Representative Richard 

Gephardt discuss health care with residents. The First Lady and Representative Richard 

Gephardt participate in live interviews with KSDK (NBC), KMOV (CBS), KTVI (ABC), The St. 

Louis Dispatch, and KMOX-All News Radio. 

 

First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton visits the Washington University Medical Center in St. 

Louis. The First Lady is met by Chancellor Bill Danforth, Dr. William Peck, Mayor Freeman 

Bosley, and others. The First Lady tours the center and greets people. The First Lady visits with 

senior citizens in the gym at the center. The First Lady meets with officials of the medical center 

in the library. The First Lady delivers an address on health care at a rally at the Washington 

University Field House. 

 

First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton greets people at the Adams Mark Hotel in St. Louis. 

 

First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton greets police and others prior to departing St. Louis Airport. 

The First Lady talks with Lisa Caputo and Melanne Verveer during their flight to Andrews Air 

Force Base. 

 

President Clinton participates in a Town Hall Meeting at Elm Street Junior High School in 

Nashua, New Hampshire. The President takes questions from the audience and delivers remarks 

at the meeting. 

 

President Clinton greets Sheraton Tara Hotel personnel in Nashua. 

 

President Clinton greets volunteer drivers and others on the tarmac at Nashua Airport prior to 

departing for a flight to Keene, New Hampshire. 

 

President Clinton aboard Air Force One during his flight to Keene with Dee Dee Myers, Bruce 

Lindsey, Andrew Friendly, and others. President Clinton arrives at Dillant-Hopkins Airport in 

Keene.  

 

President Clinton visits Markem Corporation in Keene. President Clinton views a wall of 

products and participates in a tour of the factory floor with John Putnam, President, Markem 

Corporation. President Clinton views an assembly line and high-tech printer in the factory. 

President Clinton addresses Markem Corporation employees in the factory.  

 

President Clinton greets people along his motorcade route in Downtown Keene.

The President visits with Somalia veterans and spouses at General Meade’s house at Fort Drum.  

 

President Clinton greets people on the South Lawn on his return from his trip to Massachusetts, 

New Hampshire, and New York. 

 

System of Arrangement     

Records that were responsive to this FOIA request were found in one collection area and one 

series—Clinton Presidential Records:  Photographs of the White House Photograph Office and 

the series therein—Photographs Relating to the Clinton Administration.  Processing is done at 

the Folder/Contact sheet level. While this method maintains folder/contact sheet integrity, it 

frequently results in the processing of photographs that are not wholly responsive to the subject 

area.
